6.3 The Applicants further state that, on account of upcoming Lok Sabha

Election 2024, the Election Commission of India issued
instructions/guidelines dated 21.12.2023 to all the State Government
Authorities in view of ensuing LS election. The guidelines laid down
certain conditions and prerequisite criteria for the transfer of Government
servants who may be directly connected with the election duty. All
measures have been adopted by the ECI, to ensure the elections are
conducted in a free and fair manner, therefore such guidelines are
necessitated in the interest of the public at large. Such instructions are
considered to be issued under Article 324 of the Constitution of #ndia and

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therefore, binding on all the departments%

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instruction/guidelines dated 21.12.2023 issued by ECI is annexed and

marked as Exhibit-“A”).

The Applicants state that, the Respondent No. 3 vide order dated
13.01.2024 in view of the guidelines dated 21.12.2023 issued by the
Election Commission of India transferred some of the candidates from
executive/functional posts to nonexecutive posts/nonfunctional. The
Applicants joined at the transferred post as per the order. (The copy of the

transfer order dated 13.01.2024 is annexed and marked as EXHIBIT —
“B”)

The Applicants submit that the aforesaid instructions vide paragraphs 3 and

5.3 lay down as under: -

“3. Hence commission has decided that no objection connected directly

with elections shall be allowed to continue in the present District (Revenue

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5.3 “Police Officers: - These instructions shall be applicable to the police
department officers such as Range ADGs/IGS, DIGs, Commandants of
State Armed Police, SSPs, SPs, Addl. SPs, Sub-Divisional Head of Police,
SHOS, Inspectors, Sub Inspector, Rls Sergeant Majors or equivalent ranks,
who are responsible for security arrangement or deployment of police
forces in the district at election time. The police officials who are posted in
functional departments like computerization, special branch, training, etc.,

are not covered under these instructions. Following shall be followed:

(i) The Police Sub Inspectors and above should not be posted in their home

district.

(ii} If a Police Sub Inspector has completed or would be completing a
tenure of 3 years out of four years on or before the cutoff date in a police
sub-division, then he should be transferred out to a police sub-division
which does not fall in the same AC. If that is not possible due to small size

of district, then he/she should be transferred out of the district.”

The Applicants submit that vide letter dated 16.01.2024, the-Respondent

Maharashtra State regarding the counting of the service for tran;‘;fers. The
Election Commission of India vide letter dated 19.01.2024 clarified that
the entire period of posting if the officer in the revenue district shall be
counted irrespective of the Police Commissionerate Police District or
Branch of Posting. It is to be noted that after the clarification of the Election
Commission of India, it is clear that the period will count for the revenue
district hence as per the clarification of the ECI the Applicants have not
completed 3 years in a revenue district hence they are not eligible for
promotion and comes under the notification dated 21.12.2023 of the ECL

(The copy of a letter dated 16.01.2024 and 19.01.2024 are annexed and
marked as Exhibit-“C”).

It is to be noted that, the Respondents based on the Election Commission
notification dated 21.12.2023 transferred various government employees,
and as a result, the same, similarly situated government employees
approached this Hon'ble Tribunal by filing original applicants nos. 114 of
2024, 115 0£2024 122 0£2024, 124 0£2024, 127 0f 2024, etc., The Hon’ble
Tribunal heard the matter at the interim stage and was pleased to pass an

interim order thereby directing the respondents to maintain the status quo.

\@h& present Applicants are similarly situated hence their case is covered

under the order passed by this Hon’ble Tribunal. (The copy of the order

dated 01.02.2024 is annexed and marked as EXHIBIT —“D”)

Thereafter this Hon’ble Tribunal heard all the applications at length on
14.02.2024 and issued directions to the Respondent therein to considered
the cases of not only the Applicant but the other connected group of peoples
who have been considered for transfer on the basis of guidelines issued by
ECI as a result of which it was incumbent upon the Respondents to
considered the policy at length how to consider the period of 3 years either
it includes only non-functional or functional while considering the
Government servant for transfer on the basis of guidelines dated
21.12.2023. (The copy of order dated 14.02.2024 is annexed and marked

as Exhibit-“E™).

On the basis of order dated 14.02.2024 the ECI / Respondent No. 4
published a corrigendum dated 22.02.2024, and clarifies that if any officer
is due for transfer on the basis of guidelines dated 21.12.2023 in that case
the entire period of 3 years in one district has to be consider whether that

candidate has served on functional or non-functional post therefore, if the
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provisions of guidelines dated 21.12.2023 in that event the Applicants fall *
within all categories on the date of guidelines dated 21.12.2023 therefore

the present Applicants were rightly transferred out of their district.

The Applicants further state that the few of the Applicants are like who
have served during last Lok Sabha Assembly Election and at C.P. Nagpur
City for election duties and therefore considering the strict guidelines those
who have been transferred on the basis of guidelines dated 21.12.2023 by
order dated 27.01.2024 are rightly transferred. Then there is no change in
circumstances on the basis of revised clarification dated 22.02.2024
therefore, the Applicants are rightly been place out of their district. (The

copy of revised / clarification dated 22.02.2024 is annexed and marked as

Exhibit-“F»).

Meanwhiles, the Respondent No. 3 without waiting for the confirmation of
the Respondent No. 2 and 4 transferred the Applicants by way of an
impugned order dated 26.02.2024, transferring them from Pune City to
Nasik City and Sambhaji Nagar. The order passed by the Respondent No.

3 is illegal and does not fall under the notification issued by the Respondent

No. 3 hence the Applicant's transfer is unlawful. (The Copy of the

Impugned order dated 2.£.02.2024 annexed and marked as Exhibit —-“G”.)

The Applicants state that, the ECI issued a letter dated 27.02.2024 to the
Chief Secretaries and the Chief Electoral Officers to all the states and
Union Territories that the instruction dated 21.12.2023 and clarificatory
letter dated 23.02.2024 applies to all the DEOs, Sy, Des, RO, AROs, and
Range ADGs, 1Gs, DIGs, SSPs, SPs, Addl. SPs, Dy. SPs, Circle Officers
(Or equivalent Post) if they have completed 3 years during the last 4 years.
Tt also clarifies that the Instruction dated 21.12.2023 does not apply to the
Applicants, since it is only applicable to the rank of PST’s rank and not to

the present Applicants. (The copy of the letter dated 27.02.2024 is annexed

and marked as EXHIBIT —“H”).

The Applicants as per guidelines dated 21.12.2023 are working on non-
executive post and they do not have any duties pertaining to election.
Hence the Gazette dated 21.12.2023 is not applicable to the present

Applicants




6.14 1t is to be noted that, the Respondent No. 3 acted in a discriminatory
manner since the Applicants have not completed 3 years as per the
notification dated 21.12.2023, though the Respondent No. 3 has transferred

the Applicants. However, various Police officers have completed the

tenure and Pune is their home town though they have not been transferred.

The impugned order dated 26.02.2024 is purportedly based on the

misconception and misinterpretation of the ECI Guidelines and bad in

Law.

The impugned order dated 2£.02.2024 is illegal and bad in law on the
ground that it has been issued on the presumption that the Applicants to

| am directed to state that the term of existing House of the people (Lok Sabha} and State
Legislative Assemblies of Andhra Pradesh, Arunachal Pradesh, Odisha and Sikkim are upto 16™ june,

2024, 11" June, 2024, 2" June, 2024, 24" June, 2024 and 2™ June, 2024 respectively.

2. The Commission has been following a consistent policy that officers directly connected with
conduct of elections in an election going State/UT are not posted in their home districts or places

where they have served for considerably long period.

3. Hence, the Commission has decided that no officer connected directly with elections shall be

allowed to continue in the present district {revenue district) of posting:-
(i) if she/bhe is posted in her/his home district.

(ii) if she/he has completed three years in that district during last four (4} years or would be
completing 3 years on or before 30" June, 2024
While calculating the period of three years, promotion to a post within the district is to

be counted.

4, If any small state/UT with a few numbers of districts, face any difficulty in compliance of the
above instruction, then it may refer the specific case with reasons to the Commission through CEO for

exemption and the Commission would issue directions, if considered necessary.

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5. Applicabili

5.1 District Officers: - These instructions shall cover not only officers appointed for specific election
duties like DEQs, Dy. DEOs, RO/AROs, EROs/AEROs, officers appointed as nodal officers of any specific
election works but also district officers like ADMs, SDMs, Dy. Collector/Joint Collector, Tehsildar, Block

Development Officers or any other officer of equal rank directly deployed for election works.

52  Officers other than District Officers: - These instructions shall also cover the officers deputed in
Municipal Corporations and Development Authorities, etc.

5.3  Police Officers: - These instructions shall be applicable to the police department officers such as

Range ADGs/1Gs, DIGs, Commandants of State Armed Police, SSPs, SPs, Addl. SPs, Sub-Divisional Head
of Police, SHOs, Inspectors, Sub-Inspector, Rls / Sergeant Majors or equivalent ranks, who are
responsible for security arrangement or deployment of police forces in the district at election time.
The police officials who are posted in functional departments like computerization, special branch,
training, etc. are not covered under these instructions. Following shall be foliowed:

{i) The Police Sub-Inspectors and above should not be posted in their home district.

(i) If a Police Sub-Inspector has completed or would be completing a tenure of 3 years out
of four years on or before the cutoff date in 2 police sub-division, then he should be
transferred out to a police sub-division which does not fall in the same AC. If that is not
possible due to small size of district, then hefshe should be transferred out of the
district.

54  Prohibition_and Excise Officers: - Further, these instructions shall also be applicable to the

officers of the Prohibition and Excise Department of the State of the rank of Sub-inspector and above.

6. Categories of Officers not covered under transfer policy

During an election, a large number of employees are drafted for different types of election duty
and the Commission has no intention of massive dislocation of state machinery by large scale
transfers. Hence, the aforesaid transfer policy is normally not applicable to the categories of officers
mentioned below: '

(i} Officers posted in the State headquarters of the department concerned.

(i) Officers/Officials who are not directly connected with elections like doctors, engineers,
teachers/principals etc. However, if there are specific complaints of political bias or
prejudice against any such govt. officer, which on enquiry, are found to be
substantiated, then CEO/ECI may order not only the transfer of such official but also

appropriate departmental action against the said officer.

8. The Chief Electoral Officer of the State/UT shall invariably be consulted while posting the
persons in place of present incumbents who stand transferred as per the above policy of the

Commission. A copy of each of the transfer orders issued under these directions shall be given to the

Chief Electoral Officer without fail.

9. All election related Officers will be required to give a declaration in the format given below to
the DEQ concerned, who shall inform to CEQ accordingly.

without waiting for their substitute.

11. The Commission has further directed that transfer/posting of all officers covered under the above
instructions shall be done and compliance reports by Chief Secretary and DGP with details of action
obtained from the concerned departments/offices of State Government shall be furnished to the

Commission by 31% January, 2024.

The officers appointed as Sector Officer/Zonal Magistrate involved in election duties are

not covered under these instructions. However, the ochservers, CEO/DEOs and ROs

should keep 2 close watch on their conduct to ensure that they are fair and non-
partisan in the performance of their duties.

It is further directed that the officers/officials against whom the Commission had
recommended disciplinary action in past and which is pending or which has resulted in
a penalty or the officers who have been charged for any lapse in any election or election
related work in the past, shall not be assigned any election related duty. However, an
officer who was transferred during any past election under the Commission’s order
without any recommendation of disciplinary actions will not be, just on this ground,
considered for transfer, unless specifically so directed by the Commission. A copy of the
Commission’s instruction number 464/INST/2008-EPS dated 23% December 2008
regarding tracking of names of tainted officers is enclosed. CEOs must ensure its
compliance.

The Commission further desires that no officer/official, against whom a criminal case
related to official functioning is pending in any court of law, be associated
with/deployed on election related duty.

Any officer, who s due to retire within the coming six months will be exempted from
the purview of the Commission’s directions mentioned in para-3. The six months period
shall be reckoned backwards from 30% june, 2023. Further, officer falling in the
category (home district/3 years+ criteria and due to retire within 6 months) if holding
an election related post mentioned in para 5, shall be relieved of that charge and not be
associated with any election related duty. It is however, reiterated that such retiring
officer need not be transferred out of the district.

All the officials of the State (except those posted in the office of the Chief Electoral
Officer}, who are on extension of service or re-employed in different capacities, will not

be associated with any election related work.

The transfer orders in respect of officers/officials, who are engaged in the electoral rolls
revision work, if any, during an election year shall be impiemented only after final publication of the
electoral rolls, in consultation with the Chief Electoral Officer concerned. In case of any need for

r due to any extra ordinary reasons, prior approval of the Commission shall be taken.

1. Heard Shri P.M. Nagargoje, learned counsel appearing
for the applicant and Shri M.B. Bharaswadkar, learned Chief

Presenting Officer appearing for respondent authorities.

2. Heard finally with the consent of parties at the

admission stage.

3. By way of this Original Application, the applicant is
challenging the transfer order dated 26.02.2024, thereby he has
been transferred from Cidco Traffic Division, Ch. Sambhajinagar

to Nagpur City.

4, Learned counsel submits that the applicant is
working as Assistant Police Inspector. By order dated 26.01.2024
in terms of the directives issued by the Election Commission of
India, the applicant came to be transferred from Police Station
Begumpura to Traffic Branch Cidco. The applicant was relieved
from Police Station Begumpur on 07.02.2024 and joined his
transferred post i.e. Traffic Branch, Cidco on 08.02.2024.
Learned counsel submits that the applicant is not connected

directly with the elections, as he was holding non-executive post
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at the time of passing of impugned transfer order. Thus the

present Original Application deserves to be allowed.

5. Learned Chief Presenting Officer submits that Ch.
Sambhajinagar is home district of the applicant and the
applicant thus necessary to be transferred from Ch.
Sambhajinagar in terms of the directives issued by the Election
Commission of India in communication dated 21.12.2023.
Learned C.P.O. submits that there is no substance in the present

Original Application and the same is liable to be dismissed.

6. In view of the aforesaid rival submissions as above, it
is necessary to reproduce herein below para No. 3 of the
directives issued by the Election Commission of India in the

communication dated 21.12.2023 :-

“3. Hence, the Commission has decided that no officer
connected directly with elections shall be allowed to continue in

the present district {revenue district] of posting:-
(i) if she/ he is posted in her/his home district.

(ii}  if she/he has completed three years in that district
during last four (4) years or would be completing 3
years on or before 30t June, 2024

While calculating the period of three years, promotion to a
post within the district is to be counted.”

7. In terms of the said directives, no officer is directly

connected with elections shall be allowed to continue in the
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district, which is his home district or he has completed three
years in that district during last four years. In the instant case,
however, it appears that the applicant was holding non-executive
post i.e. Traffic Branch Cidco, Ch. Sambhajinagar at the time of
passing of impugned transfer order and as such, the basic
condition as laid down in para No. 3 is not fulfilled. The
applicant is not the officer connected directly with the elections.
Thus the transfer policy as declared by the Election Commission
of India by communication dated 21.12.2023 is not applicable to
the case of the applicant. Hence, the present Original Application
deserves to be allowed. Hence, the following order :-

ORDER

() The Original Application is hereby allowed in terms of

prayer clause VII (B), which is as follows :-

“B. This Hon'ble Court may please to quashed and set aside
the impugned transfer order dated 26.02.2024 of applicant from
Cidco Traffic Division Ch. Sambhajinagar to Nagpur City on the
basis of proposal dated 23.02.2024.”

(i) In the circumstances, there shall be no order as to costs.

(iii) The Original Application is accordingly disposed of.
