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5)  LIMITATION:

The applicant submits that the present Original Application is within

the limitation prescribed under Section 21 of Administrative Tribunal

Act of 1985.

6) FACTS OF THE CASE:

6.1 The Applicant states that, the Applicant is working as Assistant
Electrical Inspector at the establishment of Respondent, it is to be
noted that the Applicant was suspended with effect from 14.04.2011.
Thereafter 11 years of suspension vide order dated 02.05.2022
Respondent has reinstated the Applicant in service. After reinstate the
Applicant has submitted representations to Respondent to regularize
the suspension period as per Rule 72 of Maharashtra Civil Services
(Joining Time, etc.) Rules 1981, however the order to regularize the
suspension period of Applicant is not yet passed. Also, The DPC
meeting for promotion from Assistant Electrical Inspector to The
Electrical Inspector was held four times during 2020 to 2023 and at
all four-times Applicant’s report is kept in sealed cover since 2020 as
there is Criminal case and DE pending against the Applicant. In 2022
and again in 2023 promotions are given to many candidate’s juniors

to the Applicant. However, both times the Applicant is not given

promotion though, the name of the applicant is up in the seniority list.
The guidelines given in GR dated 15/12/2017 for the promotion is not
followed by the Respondent which is causing a grave prejudice to the

applicant; hence the Applicant is approached to this Hon’ble Tribunal.

The Applicant was appointed to the post of Assistant Electrical
Inspector on 16.04.2008 till now the Applicant is serving the
Respondent. While serving the Respondent, FIR no. IT 54 0of 2011
dated 14.04.2011 was lodged against the Applicant U.s. 7, 13 of
Prevention and Corruption Act 1988. On the basis of this FIR the
applicant was suspended vide order dated 27.04.2011 with effect
from 14.04.2011. (The copy of suspension order dated 27.04.2011

is annexed and marked as Exhibit-“*A”).

The Applicant states that, as per the order of The Director General
(D.G.), ACB, Maharashtra state, Warli, Mumbai Mr. Dilip Jagdale,
Deputy Superintendent of Police, ACB, vide letter dated 21.05.2013
informed the then Secretary about Applicant’s case that, “After
considering the entire evidence on record .I am of the opinion that,
there is no sufficient evidence to send the chargesheet. The evidengg:

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bribe” " Also, the Department has written in their proposal that, “After
considering entire evidence on record there is no strong/sufficient

evidence against applicant to file chargesheet in the court”.

The Applicant states that, after 11 years of suspension without review
The Respondent reinstated the applicant in service on dated
02/05/2022. (The copy of suspension order dated 02/05/2022 is

annexed and marked as Exhibit-*B*).

That, the Applicant submits that the Respondent has issued charge
memo to the applicant on 27/09/2021 after more than ten years of
incidence and the enquiry officer was appointed on 26-7-2023 two
years thereafter, in which in OA 48/2024 this Hon’ble tribunal has
stayed the proceedings of the Departmental enquiry vide order dated
28/03/2024. (The copy of stay order dated 28/03/2024 is annexed and

marked as Exhibit-“C*).

The Applicant states that, the Energy Department has published the
Seniority list of Assistant Electrical Inspector on 7/9/2019 in with the
seniority number of Applicant is 17. (The copy of Seniority list dated

7.09.2019 is annexed and marked as Exhibit-“D""). =

The Applicant states that, The DPC for promotion from Assistant
Electrical Inspector to The Electrical Inspector was held 24/08/2020
in which the Applicant’s report was kept in the sealed cover as
Criminal case was pending. (The copy of minutes of DPC dated

24/8/2020 is annexed and marked as Exhibit-*“E”).

The Applicant states that, on the date of DPC chargesheet was not
served to the Applicant. In such circumstances, Apex Court has
directed the authorities to open the sealed cover and if the respondent
was found fit for promotion by the DPC, to give him the promotion
from the date of his immediate junior was promoted along with to

grant to all the consequential benefits.

The Applicant states that, under which clause or at least for what
reasons the case of the Applicant is not considered for promotion was
not mentioned in the minutes of the DPC meeting. The blanket denial
on the ground of pendency of criminal case, does not show that the

Committee has applied its mind.

The Applicant states that, the Energy Department has published the

Seniority list of Assistant Electrical Inspector on 7/6/2021 in with the

The Applicant states that, The DPC meeting for promotion from
Assistant Electrical Inspector to The Electrical Inspector was held
29/6/2021 in which the Applicant’s report was kept in the sealed cover
as Criminal case was pending. though chargesheet was not given to
the Applicant. (The copy of minutes of DPC meeting dated 29/6/2021

is annexed and marked as Exhibit-“G»).

The Applicant states that, The DPC meeting for promotion from
Assistant Electrical Inspector to The Electrical Inspector was held
25/8/2021 in which the Applicant’s report was kept in the sealed cover
as Criminal case was pending. (The copy of minutes of DPC meeting

dated 25/8/2021 is annexed and marked as Exhibit-“H").

The Applicant states that, by order dated 16/06/2022 total 20 Assistant
Electrical Inspector till seniority number 28 were promoted to the Post
of Electrical Inspector. Though the seniority number of Applicant was
17, the applicant was not promoted. (The copy of promotion order

dated 16/06/2022 is annexed and marked as Exhibit-“I"). <

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6.14 The Applicant states that, as per GR dated 15/12/2017 clause 9, After

completion of two years from the initial DPC meeting, if the Criminal
case and DE are not decided then The Respondent is required to
conduct DPC meeting and if the Applicant is found fit for the
promotion, then promotion shail be given. In this case the first DPC
meeting was held on 24/08/2020 and two years were completed on
23/08/2022. However, the Respondent has neither arranged DPC nor
given promotion to Applicant which is breach of GR. (The copy of

above GR dated 15/12/2017 is annexed and marked as Exhibit-“J”).

The Applicant states that, the Energy Department has published the
Seniority list of Assistant Electrical Inspector on 02/11/2022 in with
the seniority number of Applicant is 13. (The copy of Seniority list

dated 16/06/2022 is annexed and marked as Exhibit-“K>).

The Applicant states that, the Respondent instead of conducting DPC
meeting as per GR 15/12/2017, the DPC meeting for promotion from
Assistant Electrical Inspector to The Electrical Inspector was held on
06/02/2023 in which again the Applicant’s report was kept in sealed
cover as Criminal case and DE was pending. (Copy of minutes of DPC

meeting dated 06/02/2023 is annexed and marked as Exhibit-L").

Electrical Inspector till seniority number 27 were promoted to the Post
of Electrical Inspector. Though the seniority number of Applicant is
13, the applicant was not promoted. (The copy of promotion order

dated 03/11/2023 is annexed and marked as Exhibit-“M™).

The Applicant states that, the Energy Department has published the
Seniority list of Assistant Electrical Inspector on 09/08/2024 in with
the seniority number of Applicant is 3. (The copy of Seniority list

dated 09/08/2024 is annexed and marked s Exhibit-“N™).

The Applicant states that, the Hon’ble Supreme Court in case of K.V.
Jankiraman case and in The Union of India Vs. Anil Kumar Sarkar
CIVIL APPEAL NO. 2537 OF 2013 Judgement 15/03/2013 dated it
is clarified the pending Criminal case and Departmental Enquiry does
not come in the way of promotion. However, in this case the
Respondent has violated these guidelines of Apex Court and the
Applicant was not promoted though his juniors are promoted. (Copy

of Judgment dated 15/03/2013 is annexed and marked as Exh-“0”),

The Applicant states that, in many cases the division bench of this
Hon’ble Tribunal has clarified that the pending Criminal case and
Departmental Enquiry does not come in the way of promotion. In case
of (1) Shri Dayanand Nivruiti Kiratkar OA no.770 OF 2021 order
dated 11/07/2022. (2) Maheendra Nath Nerlekar OA 596 OF 2024
order dated 20/08/2024. (3) Shri Pramod Bapurao Bagal OA 994 OF
2022 order dated 24/04/2024 etc. (The copy of above orders are

annexed and marked as Exhibit-“P?,*“Q” and “R”").

The Applicant states that, the division bench of this Hon’ble Tribunal
at Nagpur has clarified that the pending Criminal case and
Departmental Enquiry does not come in the way of promotion in case
of Navnath S/o Dattatraya Katkade OA 260/2024 order dated
02/08/2024 (The copy of above order dated 02/08/2024 is annexed

and marked as Exhibit-*S%).

The Applicant states that, other departments of Government of
Maharashtra in case of similar cases have given promotion to their
employes. However, the Respondent is violating the GR and Apex
court guidelines. In a similar case The Industry, Energy and Labour

Department vide its order dated 22/02/2023 gave promotion to
N



Shri.A.S. Bale. (The copy of above order dated 22/02/2023 is annexed

and marked as Exhibit-“T*).

6.23 That, the Applicant is already suffered a lot because the Respondent
kept Applicant under suspension for more than 11 years without
taking review of suspension. Now the Respondent is not giving
promotion to the Applicant, violating the GR and the guidelines given
by Hon’ble Supreme Court which is causing grave prejudice to the
applicant hence it is required to direct the Respondent to give

promotion the anplicant to the post of Electrical Inspector.

7 In the aforesaid premises, the applicant approaches this Hon'ble
Tribunal for the removal of injustice caused to him on the following amongst
other grounds which are without prejudice to one another: -

GROUNDS

7.1 The aim of Natural Justice is to secure justice or to put it
negatively, to prevent miscarriage of justice, however in the
present case the Respondents fails to follow the rule of natural

Justice and as a result of the same the Applicant is wrongly

wsl ‘Is Iﬁ? .
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— 7.2 That the ACB has informed Department there is no sufficient
evidence against Applicant, the then Secretary twice stated that

there is no sufficient evidence against Applicant.

7.3 That the Respondent have kept the DPC meeting report of the
Applicant in sealed cover four times but has not performed his
duties to consider the case of applicant after completion of two

years from DCP as per the GR 15/12/2017.

7.4 That this Hon’ble Tribunal be please to pass an order that denying
promotion of the applicant is wholly unjustified and hence as
per Rule GR 15/12/2017 direct the respondent to give

promotion to the post of Electrical inspector.

7.5 That the department has kept DPC meeting report in sealed cover

from 2020 till today is wholly unjustified.

7.6 That without any enough evidence and proof the department has
denying promotion to the Applicant which is injustice on the

part of the Applicant. —~
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7.7 That the Respondents-cannot deny promotion-in-the light-of the
guidelines laid down by the Hon’ble Supreme Court since it

would be injustice and mental harassment to the Applicant.

7.8 That as per the GR the respondent is bound to give promotion
however the respond failed to perform his duty as per the

Service rules and GR’s.

8 DETAILS OF THE REMEDIES EXHAUSTED:-

The Applicant says that there is no statutory remedy available to the
applicant, under the Service Rules. Therefore, except this application, there
is no other alternative and efficacious remedy available to the Applicant

herein.

9) MATTER NOT PREVIOUSLY FILED OR PENDING WITH

ANY OTHER COURT :

The Applicant further declares that he has not previously filed any
application regarding the matter except those which are mentioned in
this Original Application in respect of this application has been made

before any court of law or any other authority or any bench of

Tribunal. =
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10) RELIEF SOUGHT:

In view of the foregoing, the applicant prays that this Hon'ble Tribunal
be pleased:

(a)  This Hon’ble Court may be pleased to direct the Respondent
to conduct the DPC meeting as per the provisions in the GR
dated 15/12/2017 and promote the Applicant to the post of
Electrical Inspector within two weeks.

(b)  This Hon’ble Court may be pleased direct the Respondent to
give Applicant the promotion from the date of his immediate
junior was promoted.

(¢)  Cost of the Application.

(d)  Any other equitable relief this Hon’ble Tribunal may deem

fit at this juncture.
11) INTERIM RELIEF, IF ANY:

This Hon’ble Tribunal may further please to stay the DPC meetings
and promotion proceedings for promotion of candidates who are Juniors to

the Applicant in seniority list, till the Applicant is promoted.

3) This appeal is directed against the judgment and order
dated 27.04.2010 passed by the Gauhati High Court at
Gauhati in Writ Petition (C) No. 744 of 2010 whereby the
Division Bench of the High Court allowed the writ petition

filed by the respondent herein and set aside the order dated
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21.08.2009 passed by the Central Administrative Tribunal,

Gauhati Bench, Gauhati in O.A. No. 251 of 2007.
4) Brief facts

a) Anil Kumar Sarkar, the respondent herein, joined the
Northern Railways as a Junior Clerk on04.11.1977. He was
promoted to. various posts and while he was working as
senior AFA/T-1 in the office.of the.Financial Adviser.and Chief
Accounts Officer of Northeast—Frontier (N.F.) Railway at
Maligaon, a Departmental Promotion Committee (DPC) was
convened by the Union Public Service Commission (UPSC) on
26.02.2002 and 27.02.2002 to consider eligibie Group ‘B’
officers of the Accounts. Department'for their substantive
promotion to Group ‘A’ {jr. Scale) of Indian Railways Accounts
Service (IRAS) against the vacancies for various Zonal
Railways/Production Units. In the said DPC, the respondent’s
name was also considered against the vacancies in N.F.
Railway for the year 2001-2002 and accordingly, his name

was placed in the extended select panel.

b) It was alleged by the appellants herein that during the

year 1994-95, while the respondent was working as Assistant

I
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Accounts Officer in the Central Stores Accounts {Bills) in the
office of the Financial Adviser and Chief Accounts Officer
(Open Line), N.F. Railway, Maligaon, he committed gross
misconduct in the matter of checking and passing the bills of
various firms involved in manufacturing and supplying of cast
iron sleeper plates to N.F. Railways. For the said acts, four
memorandum of charges were-issued to the respondent, out
of which two were issued on 13.08.2003 and others on
01.09.2003 and 05.11.2003. .-On the basis of the- said
memorandums, four departmental proceedings. were
initiated against the respondent at three different places,
l.e., Delhi, Kolkata and Gauhati, enquiries were completed

and show cause notices were served.

¢)  Based on the similar charges, in the year 2004, the CBI
lodged 11 FIRs against the respondent herein on different
dates under Section 120B/420 of the indian Penal Code, 1860
and Section 13(1)(d) read with Section 13(2) of the
Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 and accordingly, cases
were registered against him. Subsequently, 11 cases were
amalgamated into 3 cases being numbered as Special Case
Nos. 59/04, 60/04 and 62/04. According to the appellants, on

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the basis of these charges, the respondent was not promoted

to Group ‘A’ (Jr. Scale).

d) By office order dated 21.04.2003, the batch mates of
the respondent were promoted. Being aggrieved, the
respondent herein- filed several representations to the
Department for, consideration of his case for prometion which
were duly rejected. Challenging:the non-consideration of his
case for. promotion, the respondent filed O.A. No. 251 .0of 2007
before.the Centrai Administrative Tribunal, Gauhati Bench for
a direction to the appellants herein to promote him to Group
‘A’ (Jr. Scale) of IRAS w.e.f. 05.03.2002 in terms of the
recommendations of ‘the DPC held" on 26.02.2002 and
27.02.2002 wherein his name was figured in the extended
panel list. Vide order dated 21.08.2009, the Tribunal
dismissed his application.

e) Challenging the order of the Tribunal, the respondent
herein filed a petition being W.P.{C) No. 744 of 2010 before
the Gauhati High Court. The High Court, by impugned order
dated 27.04.2010, aliowed the petition and set aside the

order passed by the Tribunal and directed the appellants
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herein to issue appropriate order in favour of the respondent

herein for promotion with all consequential benefits.

f)  Challenging the said order, the Union of India has filed
this appeal by way of special leave.

5) Heard Mr. Mohan Jain, learned Additional Solicitor
General for the Union of india and Mr. Rakesh/Kumar Singh,

learned counset for the respondent.

Contentions:

6)  Mr. Mohan Jain, learned ASG, after taking us through the
Office Memorandum dated 14.09.1992 issued by the Ministry
of Personnel, Public Grievances and Pensions, Department of
Personnel and Training, submitted that paragraph 2 of the
said memorandum has to be considered along with
paragraph 7 of the same. According to him, the High Court is
not justified in considering paragraph 2 of the memorandum
alone. He further submitted that at the relevant time, 4
charge sheets were issued to the respondent and enquiries
were completed and notices to show cause had already been
served upon the respondent. On the other hand, Mr. Rakesh

Kumar Singh, learned counsel for the respondent submitted
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that as on the date i.e. 21.04.2003, when his juniors were
promoted, neither the respondent was under suspension nor
any charge sheet was served upon him and he was not
facing any criminal prosecution, hence, there was no
impediment in promoting him.

7)  We have carefully considered the rival submissions and
all the relevant materials~including the decision; of the

Tribunal and the impugned-order-of the High Court.
Discussion:

8) There is no dispute ‘@as to the fact that the Office
Memorandum No. 22011/4/91-Estt{A), Government of India,
Ministry of Personnel,-Public /Grievances and Pensions,
Department of Personne! & Training, New Delhi dated
14.09.1992 is applicable to. the case on hand. In fact,
learned ASG appearing for the appellants and learned
counsel for the respondent heavily relied on the said
memorandum. The relevant paragraphs for our present
purpose are 2 and 7 which are reproduced hereunder:

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in a Sealed Cover by the DPC. He shall
not be promoted until the conciusion of
disciplinary case/criminal proceedings and
the provisions contained in this letter will
be applicable in his case also.”

g) It is not in dispute that the respondent had joined the
Northern Railways as a Junior Clerk on 04.11.1977, and got
promoted time and again. While he was working, as a Group
'B’ Officer, his case was taken up for promotion to Group ‘A’
(Junior Scale) of the Indian Railways Accounts Service (IRAS).
It is also not in dispute that in the meetings of the DPC
conducted on 26.02.2002 and 27.02.2002, the respondent’s
name was considered and he was placed in the extended
select panel. It is further seen that-up to 21.04.2003, the
date on which the respondent’s batch mates were promoted
to IRAS, neither any criminal proceedings was initiated
against him nor any departmental enquiry was initiated, nor
any charge sheet was served upon him and nor he was
placed under suspension, Aggrieved by the non-
consideration of his representations for promotion, the
respondent filed O.A. before the Central Administrative
Tribunal. Learned counsel for the Railways, by placing

reliance on the Office Memorandum dated 14.09.1992,
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contended before the Tribunal that a Government servant
who is recommended for promotion by the DPC and in whose
case the circumstances mentioned in paragraph 2 are in
existence, he shall not be promoted. Accepting the above
stand of the Railways, the Tribunal rejected the petition filed

by the respondent herein.

10) Aggrieved by the said decision of the Tribunal, the
respondent herein filed a petition before the High Court,
wherein, the said memorandum, particularly paragraph 2,
was pressed into service. The High Court, taking note of the
conditions prescribed in paragraph 2 and in the absence of
any such condition as’on the relevant date, i.e., 21.04.2003,
set aside the order of the Tribunal-and directed the Railways

to consider the case of the respondent for promotion.

11) As per paragraph 2 of the said memorandum, at the
time of consideration of the Government servants for
promotion, the following details of Government servants in
the consideration zone for promotion falling in the categories
mentioned should be specifically brought to the notice of the
DPC, viz.,, (i) Government servant is under suspension; (ii)

Government servant has been served with a charge sheet

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and the disciplinary proceedings are pending; and (iii)
Government servant is facing prosecution for a criminal
charge and the said proceedings are pending. As rightly
observed by the High Court, if the above conditions are
available, even one of them, then the DPC has to apply the
‘sealed cover process’. In the case on hand; it is not in
dispute that the relevant date is 21.04.2003,~when the
respondent’s batch mates-were- promoted, admi&edly on
that date the respondent was not under suspension, no
charge .sheet was served upon him nor he was facing any
criminal prosecution. In such circumstances, in terms of
paragraph 2 referred to above, the recommendation of the
DPC has to be honored and_there-is no question of applying

‘sealed cover process’.

12) Mr. Mchan Jain, learned ASG submitted that paragraph
2 has to be read along with paragraph 7 of the office
memorandum dated 14.09.1992. We have already extracted
paragraph 7 of the memorandum which makes it clear that a
government servant, who is recommended for promotion by
the DPC if any of the circumstances mentioned in para 2 of
the said memorandum arises after the recommendations of
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the DPC are received, but before he is actually promoted will
be considered as if his case has been placed in a sealed
cover by the DPC. After extracting para 2, we also
highlighted the three conditions prescribed therein. Though,
learned ASG has mentioned that four charge sheets were
issued to the respondent, enquires were completed and show
cause notices had already been served on the respondent,
on the relevant date, namely, 21.04.2003, when his batch
mates._were promoted, none of the conditions was in
existence in the case of the respondent. Admittedly, the
respondent was not placed under suspension, charge sheet
had been issued only on 13.08.2003 i.e. nearly after 4
months, no disciplinary proceedings were initiated or
pending as on 21.04.2003. In such circumstances, we are of
the view that the High Court is fully justified in issuing
direction based on para 2 of the memorandum. No doubt, the
learned ASG heavily relied on later part of para 7 of the

memorandum which reads as under:

“He shall not be promoted until the conclusion of
disciplinary case/criminal proceedings and the provisions
contained in this letter will be applicable in his case also.”

1o
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Inasmuch as none of the circumstances was in existence as

on 21.04.2003, reliance placed on the later part of para 7

cannot be accepted or even not applicable.

13) It is not in dispute. that, an identical issue was
considered by this Court in Union of India and Others vs.
K.V.Jankiraman and Others, (1991) 4 SCC 109. The

commeon questions involved-in=all.those matters were:

(1) What is the date from' which it can be said that
disciplinary/criminal proceedings are pending against an
employee? (2) What is the course to be adopted when the
employee is held guilty in such proceedings if the guilt merits
punishment other than-that of dismissal? and (3) To what
benefits an employee who—is~ completely or partially
exonerated is entitled to and from which date?. Among the
three questions, we are concerned about question No.1. As
per the rules applicable, the “sealed cover procedure” is
adopted when an employee is due for promotion, increment
etc. but disciplinary/criminal proceedings are pending
against him at the relevant time and hence, the findings of
his entitiement to the benefit are kept in a sealed cover to be

opened after the proceedings in question are over.

Inasmuch as we are concerned about the first guestion, the

dictum laid down by this Court relating to the said issue is as

follows:-

“16. On the first question, viz., as to when for the purposes
of the sealed cover procedure the disciplinary/criminal
proceedings can be said.to have commenced, the Full
Bench of the Tribunal has held that it is only when a
charge-memo in a disciplinary proceedings or a.charge-
sheet in a criminal prosecution is issued to the employee
that it can be said that the departmental
proceedings/criminal prosecution is initiated against the
employee. The sealed cover. procedure is to be resorted to
only after the charge-memo/charge-sheet is issued. The
pendency of preliminary- investigation prior to that stage
will' not be sufficient to enable the authorities to adopt the
sealed cover procedure. 'We are in agreement with the
Tribunal on this point. The contention advanced by the
learned counsel for the”appellant-authorities that when
there are serious allegations and it takes time to collect
necessary evidence to  prepare and issue charge-
memo/charge-sheet, it would not be in the interest of the
purity of administration to reward the employee with a
promotion, increment etc. does not. impress us. The
acceptance of this-contention would result in injustice to
the employees in many-cases. As.has been the experience
so far, the preliminary investigations take an inordinately
long time and particularly when they are initiated at the
instance of the interested persons, they are kept pending
deliberately. Many times 'they 'never result in the issue of
any charge-memo/charge-sheet. If the allegations are
serious and the authorities are keen in investigating them,
ordinarily it should not take much time to collect the
relevant evidence and finalise the charges. What is
further, if the charges are that serious, the authorities
have the power to suspend the employee under the
relevant rules, and the suspension by itself permits a
resort to the sealed cover procedure. The authorities thus
are not without a remedy,

para 17, this Court further held:

17. ... The conclusion No. 1 should be read to mean that
the promotion etc. cannot be withheld merely because
some disciplinary/criminal proceedings are pending
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against the employee. To deny the said benefit, they must
be at the relevant time pending at the stage when charge-
memojcharge-sheet has already been issued to the
employee....”

After finding so, in the light of the fact that no charge sheet
was served on the respondent-employee when the DPC met
to consider his promotion, yet the sealed cover procedure
was adopted. " In such circumstances, this Court held that
“the Tribunal has rightly directed.the authorities to open the
sealed -cover and if the respondent was found- fit for
promotion by the DPC, to give-him the promotion from the
date of his immediate junior Shri M. Raja Rac was promoted
pursuant to the order dated April 30, 1986. The Tribunal has
also directed the authorities to grant to the respondent all
the consequential benefits.....\We see no reason to interfere
with this order. The appeal, therefore, stands dismissed.”
The principles laid down with reference to similar office
memorandum are applicable to the case on hand and the
contrary argument raised by the appellant-Union of India is

liable to be rejected.

14) In Coal India Limited & Ors. vs. Saroj Kumar

Mishra, AIR 2007 SC 1706, this Court, in para 22, has held
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that a departmental proceeding is ordinarily said to be

initiated only when a charge-sheet is issued.

15) In Chairman-cum-Managing Director, Coal India
Limited and Others vs. Ananta Saha and Others, (2011)

5 SCC 142, this Court held as under:

“27. There can be no quarrel with the settled legal
proposition that the disciplinary proceedings commence
only when a charge-sheet is issued to the delinquent
employee. {Vide Union of India'v. K.V. Jankiraman, (1991)
4 SCC 109 and UCO Bank v. Rajinder Lal Capoor, (2007) 6
S5CC 694)"

We also reiterate that the disciplinary proceedings
commence only when a charge sheet is issued.
Departmental proceeding is normally said to be initiated only

when a charge sheet is issued.

16) Learned ASG, by drawing our attention to the decision
of this Court in Union of India and Another vs. R.S.
Sharma, (2000) 4 SCC 394 submitted that in spite of
decision of this Court in Jankiraman’s case (supra) in view
of para 7 of the office memorandum and in the light of the
fact that proceedings were initiated both criminal and
departmentally, the High Court committed an error by

overlooking para 7 of sealed cover process and contended
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that the direction issued by it cannot be sustained. We have
carefully gone through the factual position and the ultimate
ratio laid down by this Court in R.S. Sharma’s case
(surpa). Even though in the said decision, this Court has
distinguished the decision in Jjankiraman’s case (supra)
and held that the same is not applicable tosits'case, in the
light of the conditions mentioned in para 2 as well"as para 7
of the office memorandum: dated' 14.09.1992 and.of the
categdrical finding that none of the conditions mentioned
therein-has been fulfiled, we are of the view that the
decision in R.S. Sharma’s case (supra) is not helpful to the

case of the appellant.

17) In the light of the above-discussion and in view of
factual position as highlighted in the earlier paras, we hold
that the ratio laid down in Jankiraman’s case (supra) are
fully applicable to the case on hand, hence we are in
agreement with the ultimate decision of the High Court.
Consequently, the appeal filed by the Union of India fails and
the same is dismissed. However, there will be no order as to

costs.

JUDGMENT

1, The applicant, Police Constable, prays that the Respondent
no. 1 be directed to promote the applicant to the post of Police
Sub-Inspector and grant him deemed date of promotion since his
juniors are promoted from 8.3.2021 with all consequential service

benefits.

2. The applicant cleared the Limited Departmental Qualifying
Examination on 7.9.2013 and he was due for promotion. However,
FIR No. 48/2015 was registered against the applicant under
Section 7, 13(1)(d) with 13(2) of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988
read with Sec 34 of LP.C on 23.8.2015, along with his colleague
Police Inspector. His name was first considered in the D.P.C
meeting held on 15.7.2020 for the year 2019-20. However, he was
not considered for promotion due to pendency of criminal case
under the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988. Again the case of
the applicant for promotion to the post of P.S.I was placed before
the D.P.C meeting held on 28.5.2021 for the year 2020-21. His
name was considered by the D.P.C. However, his case was kept in
‘sealed cover’ as the criminal case under the Prevention of

Corruption Act, 1988 was pending against him.

3. Learned counsel for the applicant submitted that he has filed
representations on 8.3.2021 and 21.5.2021. The said
representations were not replied till date. Learned counsel for the
applicant submits that it was a duty of the Departmental
Promotion Committee Members to follow the guidelines, especially
mentioned in clause 9 of the G.R dated 15.12.2017, issued by the
General Administration Department.

4. Learned counsel for the applicant submits that in the
affidavit in reply dated 21.12.2021 filed by Respondent no. 1
through Shri Arvind G. Jadhav, Deputy Assistant to Director
General of Police, (Establishment-II), in the office of Director
General of Police, M.S, Mumbai, no explanation in respect of
following the guidelines mentioned in the G.R dated 15.12.2017 is
found. Learned counsel for the applicant submits that the
applicant is going to retire on 30.9.2022 and therefore, his case
should have been considered positively. In fact, the role assigned
to the applicant in the alleged offence does not constitute the
offence under the Prevention of Corruption Act. There is no
reasoning in the minutes of the D.P.C meeting. Learned counsel for
the applicant also submitted that the Respondents have not
initiated departmental enquiry against the applicant.

3. Per Contra, learned Presenting Officer while opposing this
Original Application relied on the affidavit in reply filed by
Respondent no. 1. Learned C.P.O submits that the D.P.C has
considered the case of the applicant and due to the pendency of
the criminal case under the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988
against the applicant, his case is kept in ‘sealed cover’. As the said
case is still subjudiced, therefore, it is not correct and proper to
promote the applicant. Learned C.P.O further submitted in the
D.P.C meeting which was held on 28.5.2021, the case of the
applicant was considered by Five Members of the Committee, He
was not promoted for the reason that A.C.B Special Case No.
1/2017 is pending in the Court of Additional District and Sessions
Court, Kalyan against the applicant. Learned P.Q further
submitted that the reason given in the D.P.C meeting is correct
and is justified in view of the seriousness of the offence. The

mentioning of the G.R in the minutes of the D.P.C meeting itself

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shows that the Committee has applied its mind while considering

the case of the applicant.

6. The Hon’ble Supreme Court in the case of UNION OF INDIA
& ORS Vs. K.V JANKIRAMAN & ORS, AIR 1991 §.C 2010, has
given the specific directions how the case of the Government
servant against whom the criminal cases are pending is to be
considered while giving promotion. On the basis of these
guidelines, the Government of Maharashtra issued the G.R dated
15.12.2017. The said G.R was issued with an object to follow a
particular procedure while considering the cases of the
Government servants for promotion against whom criminal cases
are pending. Thus, mere mentioning of the said G.R dated
15.12.2017 in the minutes of the D.P.C meeting does not mean
that the D.P.C has followed the procedure in the said G.R.

(7 Para 9 of the said G.R dated 15.12.2017, which is issued by
the General Administration Department, is repraduced below:-

8. Thus, it means that if the case of the promotion of
Government servants are kept pending for more than two years
and there is no decision of the competent Court in respect of the
pending cases against him/her, then the Committee must follow
the procedure and directions mentioned in para 9 (a) to (g) of G.R
dated 15.12.2017. The Committee is given power to go through
certain aspects of the pending case and the case to be tested on
those parameters. Thus the time required to decide the case, the
seriousness of the charges, whether the promotion will go against
the public interest, whether the applicant is responsible for
causing the delay/protracting the trial, if promotion is given the
Government servant is likely to be misused and so also if the
Government servant is going to retire within a period of one year
whether promotion is denied to the Government servant who is at
the verge of his retirement, then the losses suffered by him if he is

deprived of the promotion.

9. The application of mind by the Committee Members that
they have considered the guidelines laid down in clause 9 (a) to (g)
of G.R dated 15.12.2017, in respect of the Government servant
should be manifested in the order. A detail note is never expected
from the Members of the Committee, however, under which clause
or at least for what reasons the case of the applicant is not
considered for promotion should be mentioned in the minutes of
the meeting. The blanket denial on the ground of pendency of
criminal case under the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988, does
not show that the Committee has applied its mind. The G.R dated
15.12.2017 is issued only for those Government servants whose
promotion is denied on the ground of pendency of criminal case.

Thus mere mentioning does not suffice the object of the said G.R.
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10. After going through the minutes of the D.P.C meeting placed
before us, we are of the view that the D.P.C is required to review its
decision, which it may or it may not be in favour of the applicant.
However, the Respondent-State should hold a review D.P.C
meeting and consider the case of the applicant for promotion to the
post of P.S.I in view of the parameters mentioned in clause 9(a) to
(g) of the G.R dated 15.12.2017.

11. In view of the above, Original Application is disposed of with

following directions:-

(@) The Respondent no. 1, Director General & Inspector General
of Police is directed to constitute a review D.P.C in respect of
the applicant and consider his case for promotion to the post
of P.S.] on or before 27.7.2022.

(b) The Committee should consider the case of the applicant for
promotion to the post of P.S.I after going through the order
of this Tribunal and also on the basis of the G.R dated
15.12.2017 issued by G.A.D and pass final orders on or

before 19.8.2022 and communicate the same to the

applicant.

1% The Applicant prays to hold and declare that denial of
promotion to the cadre of Deputy Superintendent  of
Police/Assistant Commissioner of Police is unconstitutional, illegal
and bad in law and appropriate directions be given to the
Respondents to open the Sealed Cover and grant him all

consequential service benefits including promotion.

2. Learned Counsel for the Applicant has submitted that the
Applicant is facing prosecution in C.R No. 56/2014 for the offences
punishable under Section 7, 13{1)(d), 13(2) of the Prevention of
Corruption Act read with Section 384, 166, 201, 506 and 34 of
IPC. The Special Case No. 3/2017 is still pending before the
Special Judge, Greater Mumbai.

3. Learned Counsel submitted that the Departmental Enquiry
which was initiated against the Applicant earlier was dropped by
the Respondents and by Order dated 25.3.2022, and the
Suspension Period from 6.8.2014 to 18.7.2017 was also
regularized and treated as duty period for all purposes.

4, Learned Counsel has submitted that the Applicant became
due for promotion and entered into the zone of consideration in the
D.P.C meeting for the year 2020-21, which was held on 3.8.2021
and on account of pendency of the Criminal Case against him, his
case was kept in Sealed Cover in view of the provisions of G.R
dated 15.12.2017, which is based on the ratio laid down by the
Honble Supreme Court in Union of India & Ors Vs. KV
Jankiraman & Ors, AIR 1991 SC 2010.
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5. Learned Counsel further submitted that thereafter by
circulation DPC meeting for the year 2021-22, Part-l was
conducted in May 2022 and Part-Il was conducted on 19.8.2022,
The case of Applicant was again kept in Sealed Cover and it was to
be opened only after two years after the date of the meeting of
D.P.C, when his case was kept in Sealed Cover.

6. Learned Counsel emphasized that the case of the Applicant
was thus required to be reviewed after two years from the date
when his case was first kept in Sealed Cover on 3.8.2021. So the
case of the Applicant for promotion to the post of Deputy
Superintendent of Police/Assistant Commissioner of Police was
required to be considered after 3.8.2023. Learned counsel for the
Applicant has pointed out and relied on Clauses 9, 10 and 11 of
the G.R dated 15.12.2017.

7. Learned Counsel has further submitted that the
Respondents did not act immediately and efficiently when the

Applicant’s case was due for review on 3.8.2023.

8. Learned Counsel has further submitted that as per Clause 9
of the said G.R, the Respondent, i.e., the Competent Authority is
required to consider the points mentioned at Sub Clause (a) to (g)

of Clause 9.

9. Learned C.P.O while opposing the Original Application has
submitted that after the D.P.C meeting held in May, 2022, the case
of the Applicant was reviewed by the Competent Authority only in
June, 2024 and the Competent Authority took conscious decision
not to promote the Applicant for the reason that hardly less than

One Year time was available to the Applicant till his retirement due
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on 31.8.2024, and therefore, his case falls under Sub-Clause (g) of
Clause 9 of the G.R dated 15.12.2017.

10. Learned C.P.O further submitted that Sub-Clause (g) of
Clause 9 of the G.R dated 15.12.2017 place bar to consider the
case of those Government Servants or who are otherwise eligible
for promotion, but they have less than one year to retire after

getting promotion.

11. Learned C.P.O placed on record copy of the ‘Note’ dated
24.6.2024 of Respondents submitted to the Competent Authority
for reviewing the case of the Applicant in June, 2024 and showing
why and how the Competent Authority has refused or denied
promotion to the Applicant.

12. The crucial point in this Original Application is that the
Applicant is going to retire on superannuation on 31.8.2024 and
therefore, the learned counsel for the Applicant has prayed for its
expeditious hearing. Admittedly, the case of the Applicant was
ready for review on 3.8.2023 as per Clause 9 of G.R dated
15.12.2017. The Applicant is due for retirement on
superannuation on 31.8.2024 and therefore when his case was
due for review on 3.8.2023, there were nearly more than 3 weeks
available to the Respondents to expeditiously consider the case of
the Applicant for promotion by precluding Clause {g) and deciding
on merit as per other Sub Clauses (a) to (f) which all relate to the
nature and status of Criminal Case and Departmental Enquiry. In
such cases, where there is a Criminal Case pending against any
Government Servant for a long time and ultimately that result in
acquittal, then the concerned Government Servant suffers
irreparable loss and therefore in the landmark judgment in the

case of K.V Jankiraman (supra}, the Hon’ble Supreme Court has
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given certain guidelines. The Government of Maharashtra has
rightly by adopted the same by issuing G.R dated 15.12.2017. In
case of such Government Servants who are due for promotion the
discretion is given to the Competent Authority under Clause 9 to
consider the points mentioned in Sub Clauses (@) to {g) of the said
G.R dated 15.12.2017. The Competent Authority had to
expeditiously consider the case of the Applicant by applying the
yardsticks of Sub-Clause (a) to (g) of Clause 9 of the said G.R dated
15.12.2017 and take conscious decision whether the Applicant is
entitled to get ‘ad hoc’ promotion to cadre of Deputy

Superintendent of Police/Assistant Commissioner of Police.

13. We reproduce Clause 9, 10 and 11 of the G.R dated
15.12.2017,

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We also reproduce the observations of the D.P.C’ held from 2020-

21 to 2023-24 in respect of the cases of Applicant as under:-
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15.  After going through the Note dated 24.6.2024 of Respondents with

regard to the reviewing the case of the Applicant for promotion, it
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appears that the Competent Authority found that the case of the
Applicant cannot be considered only for one reason, i.e., Clause 9(g of
the G.R dated 15.12.2017, that less than One Year period is left over for
the retirement of the Applicant if at all Applicant is given promotion to
the post of Deputy Superintendent of Police/Assistant
Commissioner of Police. Thus, we understand that while taking
conscious decision on 24.6.2024, the Competent Authority has
found that Sub Clause (a) to (I} are not applicable in the case of the
Applicant otherwise the Competent Authority would have definitely
quoted the reasoning as the G.R dated 15.12.2017 is explicitly
clear. If other grounds in Sub Clauses (a) to (I} would have been
mentioned in this Note dated 24.6.2024 which was approved by
the Competent Authority on 24.6.2024 for denying ‘ad hoc’
promotion to the Applicant, then we would have considered the
case of the Applicant in a different manner. However, as the only
ground considered is Sub Clause 9(g) of the G.R dated 15.12.2017 ,
we are of the opinion that when the case of the Applicant was due
for expeditious review, on 3.8.2023, and sufficient time of more
than three weeks was then available to the Competent Authority to
take comprehensive review based on Sub Clauses (a} to () w2hich
all relate to the nature and status of Criminal Case and
Departmental Enquiry, the Competent Authority ought to have
considered the case of the Applicant at that time only. There is
unexplainable delay on the part of the Respondents. No specific
reason is given as to why the case of Applicant was not considered
expeditiously for promotion to the cadre of Deputy Superintendent
of Police/Assistant Commissioner of Police during the period
3.8.2023 to 31.8.2023. We find that this omission is completely
arbitrary and lethargic on part of Respondents. Therefore, we are
of the view that as the Competent Authority has already reviewed
and made up the mind under the said Sub Clause (g) of G.R dated
15.12.2017, it is not tenable in view of the unexplained delay

caused by the Respondents. Further, in view of the limited time
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available to the Applicant as he is retiring on 31.8.2024, we pass

the following order.
ORDER
8. We allow the Original Application with following directions:-

(a) The Respondents are directed to conduct the D.P.C meeting
as per Clause 11 of the G.R dated 15.12.2017 and consider the
case of the Applicant for promotion to the post of Deputy
Superintendent of Police/Assistant Commissioner of Police on or
before 26.8.2024.

(b}  If the applicant is found eligible, then necessary promotion

1. The applicant prays that the Tribunal be pleased to direct
the Respondents to promote the applicant on the post of Range
Forest Officer at par with the Junior employees with all other

consequential service benefits forthwith.

2. Learned counsel submits that the applicant was suspended
on 13.3.2014 in contemplation of departmental enquiry. On
15.3.2014 FIR was registered against the applicant and 13 other
officers, u/s 307, 386, 388, 406, 465, 107 506(2), 218, 201, 120(b)
and 109 of IPC. Learned counsel further submitted that on
31.3.2015 charge sheet in the departmental enquiry was served on
the applicant. Learned counsel submitted that on 13.4.2016 DPC
meeting was held for promotion and the applicant’s name was
considered for promotion. However, his name was dropped from

the select list for promotion due to pending suspension.

31 Learned counsel submits that departmental enquiry against
the applicant is pending vide charge sheet dated 31.3.2015.
Learned counsel submitted that in the year 2018 the departmental
enquiry is closed and the result of departmental enquiry is not
declared as criminal case is pending. Learned counsel submitted
that charges are framed in the year 2016, but no evidence is
recorded till today. Learned counsel for the applicant relied on the
decision of this Tribunal dated 11.7.2022 in O.A 770/2021, Shri
Dayanand N. Kiratkar Vs, The Director General & Inspector
General of Police & Anr. Learned counsel for the applicant further

submitted that the case of the applicant is squarely covered by the
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decision of the Hon’ble Bombay High Court dated 5.10.2023 in W.P
1672/2022, Ashok Madhukar Nand Vs. The State of Maharashtra
& Ors. Learned counsel relied on paras 7 & 12 of the said
Jjudgment wherein it has emphasized that G.R dated 15.12.2017 is
10 be made applicable by considering the guidelines mentioned in
clause 6 of the said G.R,

4. Learned P.O submitted that the facts of the case in W.P
1672/2022, in Ashok Madhukar Nand’s case and the present case
of the applicant are same as in both the matters criminal case and

departmental enquiry are pending against the applicant.

5. In O.A 770/2021, Shri Dayanand N. Kiratkar Vs. The
Director General and Inspector General of Police, the Tribunal

observed as under:-

“6. The Hon’ble Supreme Court in the case of UNION OF
INDIA & ORS Vs. K.V JANKIRAMAN & ORS, AIR 1991 S.C
2010, has given the specific directions how the case of the
Government servant against whom the criminal cases are
pending is to be considered while giving promotion. On the
basis of these guidelines, the Government of Maharashtra
issued the G.R dated 15.12.2017. The said G.R was issued
with an object to follow a particular procedure while
considering the cases of the Government servants for
promotion against whom criminal cases are pending., Thus,
mere mentioning of the said G.R dated 15.12.2017 in the
minutes of the D.P.C meeting does not mean that the D.P.C
has followed the procedure in the said G.R.”

6. Once the evidence is recorded in the departmental enquiry
when the criminal case is pending, the defence of the accused is
already disclosed and defence of accused getting prejudice further
and therefore the decision is to be taken immediately and
pendency of the criminal case will not come in the way of the

Respondents and result is to be declared.
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7 In view of the above, Original Application is disposed of with

following directions:-

(a) The Respondents to pass final order in the departmental
enquiry within a period of four weeks and communicate the

same to the applicant.

(b) The Respondents are further directed to consider the case of
the applicant for promotion to the post of Range Forest
Officer as per G.R dated 15.12.2017 issued by G.A.D and

communicate the same to the applicant.

5. The learned counsel for the applicant has pointed out the

Judgments of the Hon'ble Supreme Court in the cases of Union of

ia Vs. K.V.]Janki th repor in Al g1) SC
109 decided on 27.08.1991 and Union of India and Qthers Vs. Anil

Kumar Sarkar(2013) 4 SCC 161 decided on 15.03.2013. The

learned counsel for the applicant has submitted that this Tribunal has
passed the Judgment in 0.A.N0.427/2023 and granted the relief to
the similarly situated employees who were facing the criminal trial.

6. The learned P.0. has submitted that earlier the present

Service Law - Promotion - Sealed cover procedure -
Sealed cover to be opened in case of complete exoneration of the
employee from all charges and notional promotion to be given
from the date his juniors promoted - Arrears of salary may be
granted from the date of netional promotion having regard to
the circumstances of the cose - Where proceedings deloyed at
the instance of the emplayee himself or the employee ocquitted
on benefit of doubt or owing to non-availability of evidence
because of employee's acts, the concerned authority must decide

his entitlement to back pay and extent thereof.
11. There is no dispute that the applicant is facing criminal
trial for the offence punishable under the Prevention of Corruption

Act, the criminal case is pending. Therefore, in view of the Judgments

of the Hon'ble Supreme Court in the case of K.V.Jankiraman{supra}

0.A.N0.260/2024
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and in the case of Anilkumar Sarkar{supra) and the recent
Judgment of the Hon'ble Bombay High Court, Bench at Aurangabad in
the case of Ashok Madhukar Nand Vs. the State of Maharashtra
and others in Writ Petition No.1672/2022 decided on_05.10.2023,

the applicant is entitled for temporary promotion. Hence, the

following order -
ORDER

1. The Q.A. is allowed.

2. The respondent no.1 is directed to issue order of
temporary promotion on the post of Tahsildar,
subject to the decision of pending criminal case
against the applicant, within a period of three
months from the date of receipt of this order.

3. No order as to costs.
