The Applicant is aggrieved as the applicant is not given the
benefit of horizontal reservation from female category as the

applicant does not possess the Non-Creamy Layer Certificate.




4) JURISDICTION OF THE TRIBUNAL

The Applicant declares that the subject matter of the order
against which he wants the redressal is within the jurisdiction of

the Tribunal.

5) LIMITATION:

The Applicant further declares that the application is within
the limitation period prescribed in section 21 of the Administrative
Tribunal Act. 1985.

6) FACTS OF THE CASE:

6.1. The Applicant is a State Government employee and
currently she is working as Statistical Investigator, Public Health
Department. The date of birth of the Applicant is 02/03/1992. The
Applicant belongs to the Open Category. The Applicant joined the

Government service on 01/03/2024.

6.2. The applicant is aggrieved by denial of the benefit of
horizontal reservation from female category as the applicant does

not possess the Non-Creamy Layer certificate. In the General Merit
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List which is published on 09/08/2024 the name of the applicant is
shown at Serial No 15 and in the column of Appl. Category Valid
Category as Unreserved Open. The applicant has scored 108.50
marks and as per merit she is entitled for the benefit of horizontal
reservation from the Female Category against the name of the

applicant instead of “ Unreserved Open” it should be shown as

“Open Female™,

Copy of the General Merit list dated 09/08/2024 is annexed

and marked as Annexure Al.

6.3. The applicant submits that the Respondent No.1 published
Advertisement dated 19/03/2022 for the post of Statistical Officer.
The Applicant applied for the MPSC Examination in pursuance of

the advertisement bearing no 022 of 2022 dated 11/05/2022.

Copy of the advertisement bearing no 022 of 2022 dated

19/03/2022 is annexed and marked as Annexure A2.

6.4. The Applicant submitted the Prelim application form the

applicant has applied from Open Female Category




Copy of the application form dated 09/04/2022 is annexed

and marked as Annexure A3.

6.5. The Government has taken a policy decision by the GR

dated 04/05/2023 of the Women and Child Development
Department which states that the requirement of Non-
Creamy Layer Certificate for selection on the reserved seats
for Open Female Category has been canceled and women
who belong to the backward class are also exempt from
providing Non-Creamy Layer.

The GR dated 04/05/2023 provides an exemption
from requirement of Non-Creamy Layer certificate for
selection on the reserved seats for Open Female and
exempted the candidates selected under the advertisement
bearing no 063/2021 to 083/2021 from providing Non-

Creamy Layer certificate.

Copy of the GR dated 04/05/2023 is annexed and marked as

Annexure Ad.
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6.6.

The applicant submits that the Respondent No. 1 has
declared eligible candidate list and in the said list the
applicant is at S, No.36. The Applicant was then called for
an Interview on 06/08/2024 by letter dated 29/07/2024. Copy
of the Interview letter dated 29/07/2024 and eligible
candidate list are collectively annexed and is marked as
Annexure AS.

The Applicant submits that Respondent No. 1 published list
of candidates who are eligible for recommendation on
09/08/2024. Total 22 candidate recommended by the
respondent. Copy of the recommendation list dated

09/08/2024 1s annexed and marked as Annexure A6.

The applicant submits that the Respondent No.l by letter
dated 26/08/2024 has informed the applicant that her name
has not been recommended for the post of Statistical Officer.
Copy of the letter dated 26/08/2024 is annexed and marked

as Annexure A7,




6.9. The applicant has submitted representation to the
Respondent No 01 on 29/08/2024 raising the grievance that the
applicant is from Open Female Category and appeared for the
examination for the post of Statistical Officer, Group-B on
08/02/2023. The applicant had cleared the preliminary examination
under the general category (non-reserved + reserved female).
Subsequently, on 06/08/2024. the applicant was called for an
interview, and on 09/08/2024, the final merit list of the said
examination was published. Furthermore, in Writ Petition No.
83/2021 and in the case of Livestock Development Officer No.
12/2022. the Maharashtra Administrative Tribunal (MAT),
Aurangabad Bench, relying on the Government Resolution of
2023, annulled the requirement for a Non-Creamy Layer
Certificate and ordered that the concerned female candidates be
treated under the Open Female category. The applicant also sent an
email on 31/08/2024. Copy of the representation dated 09/08/2024
and email dated 31/08/2024 are collectively annexed and marked

as Annexure A 8.




6.10. The applicant has applied in pursuance of the advertisement
bearing no 022/2022 dated 19/03/2022. The applicant is aggrieved
by cut-off date given in the GR dated 04/05/2023 which gives
exemption from requirement of Non-Creamy Layer certificate for
selection on the reserved seats for Open Female and women
belonging to the backward class to the advertisements published
post the publication of result dated 29/09/2022 of the advertisement

bearing No 063/2021 to 083/2021.

The benefit of the GR dated 04/05/2023 has been given to
those who have applied in pursuance of the advertisement bearing
No 063/2021to 083/2021 dated 17/09/2021whose result have been
declared on 29/09/2022.0n the basis of parity, the applicant is also
entitled for exemption from providing Non-Creamy Layer
certificate as the Applicant’s advertisement bearing no 022/2022
dated 19/03/2022, is of a subsequent date and therefore the cut-off
date cannot be distinct, as the cut-off date is to be based either on
the date of the advertisement or declaration of result or the date of

issuance of the GR dated 04/05/2023.

6.11. The Applicant is relying on the decision given by this /ku{‘:;
Hon’ble Tribunal in OA No.1139 of 2023, OA No0.932 of 2023 and 1' | ¢
OA No.563/2024, OA No.564/2024 of identically placed persons 3 x J";{;

according to GR dated 04/05/2023.

Copy of the decisions given by this Hon’ble Tribunal
in OA No.1139 of 2023, OA No.932 of 2023 and OA
No0.563/2024, OA No.564/2024 are collectively annexed and
are marked as Annexure A9,

6.12. The applicant submits that the applicant had sent a mail to
Respondent No.l on 14/07/2023 and sent a copy of the Non
creamy layer certificate dated 23/06/2023. Copy of the email and
Non creamy layer certificate dated 23/06/2023 are collectively
annexed and marked as Annexure A10.
6.13. The applicant is therefore aggrieved by the discriminatory
treatment given to the applicant by not giving the benefit of the
exemption from production of Non-Creamy Layer and is
therefore approaching this Hon'ble Tribunal on the following

grounds amongst other grounds without prejudice to one another:
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6.13.1 The applicant is entitled for the benefit of the GR
dated 04/05/2023 as the results of the Mains Examination as
well as Provisional Merit list have been declared after the
issuance of the GR dated 04/05/2023 by which the condition
for production of Non-Creamy laver for getting the benefit
of Female reservation has been cancelled and the denial of

the same to the applicant is illegal and bad in law.

6.13.2. The applicant is given an arbitrary and discriminatory
treatment by the Respondent No 2 by not extending the benefit of
the GR dated 04/05/2023 as a result of which the applicant will be
deprived of a chance to an appointment. Different yardsticks

cannot be applied to similar situations.

6.13.3. The applicant is seeking parity with the female candidates
who had applied in pursuance of the advertisements bearing No 063/2021
to 083/2021 as they were given the benefit of Female reservation without

Non-Creamy layer certificate.
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6.13.4. The cut-off date laid down in the GR dated 04/05/2023
cannot be different for the advertisement bearing No

063/2021 to O0R3/2021 dated 17/09/2021and the

advertisement bearing No 022of 2022 dated 19/3/2022
which is a subsequent advertisement. The applicant is
therefore entitled to claim appointment through Female
Reservation category without production of Non-Creamy

layer certificate.

6.13.5. The Applicant submits that the cut-off date given in the GR
dated 04/05/2023 is arbitrary discriminatory & illegal as the
benefit is given to the candidates from the advertisement
83/21 but Open female candidates from subsequent
advertisements are not given the benefit. The cut-off date of
29/09/2022 of declaration of result in advertisement dated
83/21 is to be made applicable to the results of the other
advertisements and not the date of the Advertisements as all

similarly situated are to be treated alike.
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6.13.6. The Government has accepted that the condition of non-
creamy layer certificate for open category female is not

legal or practicable and therefore this condition is struck

down by the GR Dated 04/05/2023 by giving the cutoff date
of declaration of result of Advertisement No. 83/21 viz

29/09/2022.

6.13.7.There cannot be different criteria for subsequent
advertisements if in the earlier advertisement the criteria of
non-creamy layer is done away with, therefore equity of law
demand that the same criteria be applied to subsequent

advertisements.

6.13.8. The Applicant’s advertisement number 022/2022 is issued
after Advertisement No. 83/21 and therefore the applicant is
also entitled to the benefit of exemption from producing non
creamy layer certificate and the benefit of female

reservation.
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Grave injustice and prejudice has been caused to the Applicant. 7 e ¢ VEE|

Hence this petition.

7)  DETAILS OF THE REMEDIES EXHAUSTED: =L,

The Applicant says that there is no statutory remedy
available to the Applicant, under the Service Rules. Therefore,
except this application, there is no other alternative and efficacious

remedy available to the Applicant herein.

8) MATTER NOT PREVIOUSLY FILED OR PENDING

WITH ANY OTHER COURT:

The Applicant further declares that the Applicant has not
previously filed any application regarding the matter except those

which are mentioned in this original application in respect of this
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application have been made before any Court of law or any other

authority or any bench of Tribunal.

9) RELIEF SOUGHT:

In view of the facts mentioned in paragraph (6) above

Applicant pray for the following relief:

a) That this Hon'ble Tribunal be pleased to hold and declare
that clause 5 of the GR dated 4/5/2023 issued by the
Women and Child development Department and the
applicability of the said GR to the extent of the
Advertisement no. 83/2021 issued by the Maharashtra
Public Service Commission and to the process of
recruitments commenced after  29/09/2022 s

unconstitutional,
b) That this Hon’ble Tribunal be pleased to hold and declare

that the benefit of GR dated 04/05/2023 is applicable to

the advertisement No. 022/2022 dated 19/03/2022 and the
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Applicant be considered from Female Open Category by / w V&t

exempting the applicant from producing the Non-Creamy | - =40,

1. The applicant in this OA challenges her non-selection to the post of
Deputy Director, Health Services, Maharashtra Medical & Health
Services, Group-A pursuant to recommendation list dated 2.6.2023. She
prays that respondent no.3 be directed to suitably amend para 5 of the GR
dated 4.5.2023 making it applicable to this recruitment process pending

from the date of issuance of the said GE.
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2. The applicant has applied for the post of Deputy Director, Health
Services, Maharashtra Medical & Health Services, Group-A. The
applicant who is working as Civil Surgeon at District Hospital, Ratnagiri is
challenging her non-selection, pursuant to the advertisement bearing
No.107 /2021 dated 8.10.2021. The applicant is challenging the merit list
dated 23.8.2023. The examination was for 12 posts, out of which 5 posts
were for open general category. Out of these 5 posts, one was reserved for
open female by way of horizontal reservation. Ld. Advocate for the
applicant states that the applicant was placed at 6" rank overall and 1
in open female category with 134 marks as per the merit list published by
respondent no.3 on 23.8.2023. Despite the fact that she was placed at 1
rank in open female category for which one post was reserved, her name
did not appear in the list of selected candidates issued on 23.8.2023 by
respondent no.3. Instead of her name the name of respondent no.4- Dr.
Babita Sonaji Kamalapurkar, Female, SC who secured 97.50 marks was
selected and appointed for the post reserved for open female category as
she was not required to produce the Non-Creamy Layer (NCL) Certificate.
The applicant thereafter approached the Hon'ble Bombay High Court by
filing W.P. No.10822/2023 which was disposed off on 31.8.2023 directing

the parties to approach this Tribunal in accordance with law.

3. Ld. Advocate for the applicant points out that under clause 6.6.1 of
the advertisement it was mandatory for all candidates, except SC and ST
female, to obtain and submit recent NCL certificate for the candidates who
are claiming reservation for open female category under horizontal
reservation. He pointed out that applicant, who belongs to open female
and is working on Class-I post and hence obviously has yearly salaried
income above Rs.8 lakhs. As per the provisions of GR dated 25.5.2001 to
avail NCL certificate the married open female candidate’s total family

income should be less than Rs.8 lakhs. As a result of this clause not even

a single candidate belonging to open female category would be able to
claim post reservation for open female under horizontal reservation and

this is against the Constitution of India.

4. Despite the fact that applicant was at Sr. No.1 in the open female
category with 134 marks, a candidate at Sr. No.26 in the merit list
belonging to SC category for whom submission of NCL certificate is not
required, was selected against the open female category. Ld. Advocate for
the applicant refers to the fact that same issue/grievance involved in the
case of the applicant was raised by similarly situated candidate viz. Geeta
Narayan Bhat who appeared in advertisement bearing No.83/21 dated
17.9.2021 for the post of Professor in Community Medicine, Maharashtra
Medical Education and Research Services, Group-A. Respondent no.3
and Medical Education and Drugs Department of Maharashtra upon
hearing said grievance had taken immediate cognizance and withheld
appointment order of the said reserved post for open female category.
Taking into consideration all aspects the Women and Child Development
Department vide GR dated 4.5.2023 cancelled the mandatory condition to
obtain and submit the NCL certificate applied to open female candidates
while claiming posts reserved for open female under horizontal
reservation. As per clause 5 of the said GR dated 4.5.2023 the provisions
of the said GR are made applicable, Ld. Advocate for the applicant
pointed out that clause 5 of the said GR dated 4.5.2023 is itselfl
contradictory to the basis provisions of GR dated 4.5.2023.

3. Learned Advocate for the applicant relied on the judgment of the
Hon'ble Supreme Court in the case of STATE OF U.P & ORS Vs. ARVIND
KUMAR SRIVASTAVA & ORS, (2015) 1 SCC 347 on the point of

similarly situated employecs.,
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6. Learned Advocate also relied on the decision of the Hon'ble Supreme

Court in Dr (Major) Meeta Sahai Vs. State of Bihar & Ors (2019) 20
SCC 17.

T Learned Advocate for the applicant relied on the judgments of the
Hon'ble Supreme Court in D.S Nakara & Ors Vs. Union of India, (1983)
1 SCC 305, and All Manipur Pensioners Association by its Secretary
Vs. State of Manipur & Ors, (2020) 14 SCC 625.

8. Learned Advocate also relied on the decision of the Tribunal, Nagpur
& Aurangabad Bench.

(i) 0.A 2083/2023 dated 19.10.2023 - Ku. Saraswati K Makne Vs,
State of Maharashtra & Ors (Aurangabad Bench).

(i) ©O.A 1047/2023 dated 31.10.2023 - Dr B.V Wanjari & Ors Vs State
of Maharashtra & Ors (Nagpur Bench).

(1ii) 0.A 1258{2023, Ku Mrugali P. Mahale Vs. State of Maharashtra &
Ors.

9. Shri M.D. Lonkar, Learned Advocate for Respondent No.4 submitted
that Respondent No.4 applied from S5.C. female category and she has
secured 97.50 mars from open S.C. female recommended in open female
category. Learned Advocate submitted that there was only one post of
open female and as Respondent No.4 has secured 97.50 marks that is
more than the cut-off marks, and so Respondent No. 4 was migrated in
open female category. Therefore, one post of 5.C. female category has
fallen vacant and on that post Respondent No.5 was appointed. Learned
Advocate submitted that even if the applicant’s case is considered and

Respondent No.4 is sent back, then she will have to be accommodated in
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S.C. female category post as she has secured higher marks in that

category so that she will not go out of the said selection process.

10. Learned Advocate for Respondent No.4 relied on affidavit in reply
dated 30.10.2023. Learned Advocate relied on para 3 of the reply and
submitted that in the selection process of 2011 for the post of Civil
Surgeon the applicant has applied in S.C category. However, in the
selection process of Deputy Director the applicant applied from S.C
category, but she chose to apply from open category. Applicant is from
Karnataka and she has migrated from Karnataka and benefits of
reservation are not allowed for migration. Learned Advocate submitted
that nobody has raised this issue till today, Learned Advocate submitted
that first representation made by the applicant on 24.8.2023 which
referred to G.R dated 4.5.2023. Learned Advocate for Respondent No. 4
referred to the amended prayer clause 9(dd) of the O.A, wherein it is
prayed that clause 5 of the G.R dated 4.5.2023 as unconstitutional and
ultra vires of Article 14 & 16 of the Constitution of India. Learned
Advocate for Respondent no.4 submits that no case is made out by the

applicant and the present O.A. deserves to be dismissed.

11. Shri K.R. Jagdale, Learned Advocate for Respondent No.5 submitted
that the applicant was appointed initially in the cadre of Civil Surgeon and
she is siill working as Civil Surgeon. The applicant migrated from other
State to State of Maharashtra and therefore the initial appointment of the
applicant in 8.C category is questioned.

12. Learned Advocate Shri Jagdale relied on the judgment of the Hon'ble
Supreme Court in Ram Rzo & Ors Vs. All India Backward Class Bank
Employees Association, AIE 2004 SC 1459.
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13. Learned Advocate relied on the judgment of the Honble Supreme
Court in Bedanga Talukdar Vs. Saifudaullah Khan & Ors, AIR 2012 SC
1803. Clause 6.6.3 was considered. In the present case also conditions
cannot be altered as powers are vested with the Government. The
conditions itself is not challenged in the O.A. and it cannot be relaxed.
G.R. dated 4.5.2023 about Constitutional amendment and that was the
basis for issuing the G.R. and such policy decision cannot be challenged
as Government has taken a conscious decision. Respondent No.5 joined
on 16.11.2023 on the post of Deputy Director, Public Health Department
and hence she should not be disturbed.

14. As per para 5 of the said G.R dated 4.5.2023 applicant has taken
wrong objection in respect of the cut-off date. The above referred
judgment was considered by this Tribunal by order dated 19.11.2019 in
O.A 882/2019. In that matter the entire cut-off date was challenged. The
Tribunal dismissed the O.A that the cut-off date cannot be challenged.

15. Ld. CPO submits that the Aurangabad Bench of this Tribunal in OA
No0.932/2023 Saraswarti Keshavrao Makne & Anr. Vs. The State of
Maharashtra & Ors. decided on 10.5.2024 has held that clause 5 of the
GR dated 4.5.2023 is unconstitutional. We had already passed interim
orders dated 25.10.2023 & 2.11.2023 that if any appointments are made
by the respondents they would be subject to outcome of this OA. Since
the coordinate Bench has already passed an order in similar matter in OA
No0.932/2023 (supra), we pass the following order.

16. The Original Application is allowed. The Respondent No.3 is
directed to recommend the name of the Applicant for the post of Deputy
Director, Health Services, Maharashtra Medical & Health Services, Group-
A, from Open Female Category in place of Respondent no.S5, within a
period of three weeks from today and Respondent No.1 is directed to issue
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appointment order of the applicant in place of Respondent No.5 within
three weeks thereafter. Respondent No.4 be shifted to SC Female

Category. No order as costs.

17. Later on Shri K.R. Jagdale, Ld. Advocate for Respondent No.5 prays
that Respondent No.5 be continued in service as she is working on the

18. The prayer of the Ld. Advocate for the Respondent No.5 is rejected

as we have passed a reasoned order.,

1. Heard Shri S.G. Nandedkar, learned counsel for the

applicants, Shri V.R. Bhumkar, learned Presenting Officer for

respondent authorities and Shri Avinash S. Deshmukh, learned

counsel for respondent nos. 4 & 5.
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2 Present applicants had applied for the post of

Livestock Development Officer Grade-1 (“LDO" for short] from
the Open category. Applicants possess the requisite
qualification and eligibility for the post of LDO. Both the
applicants successfully underwent selection process and their
names were included in the merit list. It is the grievance of the
applicants that the respondent no.3 Maharashtra Public Service
Commission (MPSC) did not recommend their names for
appointment on the ground that they did not submit the Non-
Creamy Layer Certificate. It is the contention of the applicants
that vide G.R. dated 04-05-2023 Government has waived the
condition of furnishing Non-Creamy Layer Certificate so far as
the candidates belonging to Open (Female) category are
concerned. According to the applicants, though they are
entitled to be given benefit of the said G.R., the same has been
declined to them and though they have scored meritorious
position have been denied appointment. In the circumstances,
applicants have approached this Tribunal by filing the present

0.A.

3. Initially, the only prayer made by the applicants was
to revise merit list of the Open (Female) Candidates. During

pendency of the O.A. the applicants sought amendment in the
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0O.A. so as to include the necessary pleadings pertaining to the
G.R. dated 04-05-2023 and to add a prayer in that regard
thereby seeking quashment of the said G.R. to the extent it
restricts its benefit to the recruitment process carried out vide
advertisement no.83/2021 and the process of recruitment
carried out after declaration of the result of recruitment process

vide advertisement no.83/2021.

4, Vide order dated 19-10-2023 while issuing notice in
the present O.A. an interim order was passed by us directing
the respondents to keep two posts of LDO vacant till filing of the
affidavit in reply by them. The applicants as stated above
belong to Open category and have secured 135.50 and 131.50
marks, respectively. Out of the advertised posts, 41 posts were
reserved for Open (Female) candidates, According to the
contentions raised by these applicants, they were liable to be

selected against the seats reserved for Open Female candidates.

9. During pendency of O.A. two more M.As. were filed.
M.A.No.79/2024 was filed seeking intervention in the O.A.
claiming that they were the candidates who were selected
against the seats reserved for Open (Female) candidates on  the

basis of marks secured by them in the written examination.
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One applicant belongs to Economically Weaker Section (EWS)
category whereas another belongs to Other Backward Class
(OBC), however, having considered the marks scored by the said
applicants, their selection was shown against the seats reserved

for Open (Female) candidates.

6. In view of the interim order passed in the present
matter, the State authorities decided to keep two posts of Open
(Female) Candidates vacant. The applicants in M.A.No.79/2024
were last two candidates recommended against the Open
(Female) seats. In the circumstances, though their names were
finally recommended against Open (Female) seats the
appointments were not issued in their favour. In the
circumstances, the said applicants sought intervention in the
present O.A, M.A. for intervention was allowed by this Tribunal
and applicants therein came to be added as party respondent
nos.4 and 5 in the ©O.A. BSaid applicants along with M.A. for
intervention filed another M.A.No.80/2024 thereby praying for
vacating the interim relief granted in the O.A. or to suitably
modify the same so as to protect their interest. In the said

M.A.No.80/2024 following order was passed by this Tribunal:

“fii Respondent No.02 shall issue provisional

appointment orders in favour of respondent no.4,
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Pratiksha Ramchandra Patil and respondent no.5,
Snehal Sharadrao Motegaonkar, without referring to
any category, subject to decision of O.A., within a week
from the date of this order.”

i 3 Respondent no. 01 filed his affidavit in reply and
thereby opposed the contentions raised and prayers made in the
O.A. It is contended that the applicants cannot seek the benefit
of G.R. dated 04.05.2023. It is further contended that G.R.
dated 04.05.2023 is unambiguous and it provides the benefit to
the advertisements issued after 29.09.2022. That is the only
material ground raised by the respondent while opposing the

contentions raised in the O.A.

8. The respondent nos, 04 and 05 did not file any
separate affidavit in reply in the O.A. and prayed for considering
the averments raised by the applicants in M.A, nos. 79/2024

and 80/2024 to be their affidavit in reply in the present O.A.

9. Dr. 8.G. Nandedkar, learned counsel appearing for the
applicants submitted that the benefit of the G.R. dated 04.05.2023
must be made applicable to the applicants. Learned counsel further
submitted that the provisions in the said G.R. restricting benefit of
the said G.R. only to the recruitment process carried out vide

advertisement No. 83/2021 and to the processes of recruitment of
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which results are declared after 29.09.2022, was apparently
discriminatory and violative of articles 16 of the Constitution of
India. According to learned counsel to that extent G.R. dated
04.05.2023 is liable to be set aside. He, therefore, prayed
accordingly. It was his further contention that once the
aforesaid restriction is removed, G.R. dated 04.05.2023 would
be applicable to the instant recruitment carried out vide
advertisement no.12/2022. The learned counsel further
submitted that the present applicants have undisputedly scored
more number of marks than respondent nos. 04 and 05. In the
circumstances, according to him, the applicants are entitled to
be selected and recommended for the seats reserved for Open
Female candidates. Learmmed counsel, therefore, prayed for
allowing the Original Application and to grant the prayers made

therein.

10. The learned Presenting Officer submitted that
Government Resolution dated 04.05.2023 was made applicable
to the recruitment process carried out vide advertisement no.
83/2021, as well as, to the process of recruitments the
advertisements of which were published after 29.09.2022. The
learmed P.O. submits that the advertisement in the present

matters was admittedly issued on 14.02.2022 and in the
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circumstances the respondents have rightly declined the benefit

of G.R. dated 04.05.2022 to the present applicants.

11. Shri Avinash S. Deshmukh, learmned counsel
appearing on behalf of respondent nos. 04 and 05, adopting the
arguments advanced on behalf of the learned P.O. further
submitted that the application as was filed by the applicants
was in fact liable to be dismissed on the ground of non-joinder
of necessary parties. Learned counsel submitted that though
the Tribunal has allowed the intervention of respondent nos. 04
and 05 by allowing Misc. Application No. 79/2024 and, as such,
the present candidates have been added as respondent nos. 04
and 05, the basic lacuna remains and for not joining
respondent nos. 04 and 05, who are the necessary parties in the
present proceedings, the Original Application filed by the
applicants deserves to be dismissed on that ground alone.
Learned counsel further submitted that the situation as on
submitting the application for the subject post is concerned, the
respondent nos. 04 and 05 were having better claim on the
subject posts and though subsequently the requirement of
submitting non-creamy layer certificate has been dispensed
with, on the date of application the respondent nes. 04 and 05

must be held to have better claim. Learned counsel further
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submitted that even otherwise respondent nos. 04 and 05 since
have secured the highest merit amongst the candidates of
reserved class to which they belong, even if their selection as
Open candidates is not approved by the Tribunal, they would be
shifted to their respective reserved category. Learned counsel
further submitted that on the strength of the interim order
passed by the Tribunal in M.A. No. 80/2024 in the present
0.A., the respondent nos. 04 and 05 have been issued the
appointment orders and they have been working since then.
Learned counsel further submitted that in case the present O.A.
is allowed, the further directions may be issued against the
respondents to accommodate respondent nos, 04 and 05

against the seats reserved for their respective reserved class.

12, We have duly considered the submissions made on
behalf of the applicants, the State authorities and the private
respondents. We have also perused the documents produced

on record by the parties.

13. The entire controversy revolves around clause 5 of
the G.R. dated 04-05-2023. We deem it appropriate to

reproduce hereinbelow the entire said G.R., which reads thus:

Perusal of clause 5 reveals that, the benefit of the said G.R. is
restricted to the Female candidates who participated in the
recruitment process conducted vide advertisement no.83/2021
and to the process of recruitment which started after 29-09-
2022 i.e. the date on which the results of the recruitment

process carried out vide advertisement no.83/2021 were

declared. Clause 5 apparently appears discriminatory.

14. Article 16 of the Constitution provides that there

shall be equality of opportunity for all citizens in matters related
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to employment or appointment to any office under the State.
Main object of Article 16 is to create Constitutional right to
equality of opportunity in the employment in public office. The
question of discrimination arises when by law or executive
action a classification is made within such a class and two or
more classes bom out of such classification are treated
unequally without any justifiable reason. The Hon'ble Supreme
Court has held that, it is not permissible to create a class within

a class.

15. Beneficiary of G.R. dated 04-05-2023 is a class of
Females aspiring for appointments in the Government against
seats reserved for Open Female category. Clause 5 of the said
G.R. has created following three sub-classes into said broad

class of “Females”:

[I] of the female candidates who participated in the
recruitment process carried out vide advertisement
no.83/2021;

|2] of the female candidates who participated in the
recruitment process which was commenced subsequent to
the recruitment process vide advertisement ne.83/2021
but the results of which were declared prior to 29-09-

2022 and
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[3] of the female candidates who participated in the

recruitment process which started after 29-09-2022.

16. Clause 5 has extended the benefit of the said G.R. to
the Female candidates falling in sub-class 1 and sub-class 3
and has deprived the Female candidates falling in the sub-class
2 from the said benefit. Present applicants are the Female
candidates who fall in aforesaid sub-class 2. We see no
rationale in creating classes within a class. Why the benefit of
the said G.R. is restricted only to the aforesaid 2 classes and
why it is denied to the Female candidates falling in sub-class 2,

is not justified by the respondents.

17. Present recruitment process was commenced vide
advertisement no.12/2022 issued on 14-02-2022. Thus,
though the present recruitment process started after the
recruitment process vide advertisement no.83 /2021, the benefit
of G.R, dated 04-05-2023 has not been given to the Female
candidates who participated in the present recruitment process
only for the reason that, the results of the present recruitment
process were declared before the declaration of the results of the
recruitment process vide advertisement no.83/2021. Clause 5

is thus discriminatory. It provides the benefit of the said G.R.

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to one set of Females and denies to another set of Females
without any justifiable reason. The restriction so imposed is
against the Constitutional mandate enshrined under Article 16
of the Constitution. Such a clause, therefore, cannot be
retained as it is and deserves to be suitably modified so that it
would uniformly extend the benefit of the said G.R, to all the
Females who participated in the recruitment process
commenced after the recruitment process vide advertisement

no.83/2021.

18. Respondent Nos. 4 & 5 have placed on record the list
of the candidates published by the M.P.S.C. who were eligible
for recommendation. As noted by us hereinbefore 41 seats were
reserved for the Open Female candidates. Perusal of the list
published by M.P.S.C. reveals that respondent No. 4 is
recommended against Open Female seat 40 and respondent No.
5 is recommended against Open Female seat 41. [t is not in
dispute that respondent No. 4 belongs to EWS category,
whereas respondent No. 5 is OBC candidate. Both were
however, recommended against the Open Female Seats because
of the marks scored by them. Respondent Nos. 4 & 5 each has
scored 128.50 number of marks. Applicant No. 1 has scored

135.50 marks, whereas Applicant No. 2 has scored 131.50
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marks. Admittedly, the applicants are Open Female candidates.
Their names were not recommended on the ground that they did
not submit the Non-Creamy-Layer Certificate. We have held
both these applicants entitled for the benefit of Government
Resolution dated 04.05.2023. We have, therefore, held entitled
both these applicants for their selection against Open Female
seats, Considering the marks scored by these applicants they
are liable to be selected against Open Female 40 & 41
respectively. In view of the interim order passed by this
Tribunal the respondents have kept 02 seats vacant, the
applicants are entitled to be given appointment against the said

seats meant for Open Female candidates.

19. It is a matter of record that respondent Nos. 4 & 5
were earlier recommended against the said Open Female seats.
If the applicants are to be appointed against Open Female seats,
obviously respondent Nos. 4 & 5 will have to be shifted from
there. Though one of them belongs to EWS category and the
other to OBC category, it is discernable that these candidates
competed with the open category candidates. Thus, it can be
reasonably inferred that these candidates must be toppers
amongst the candidates of their respective category. Perusal of

the list of recommended Open Female candidates demonstrates

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that in EWS as well as OBC category, some of the candidates
were more meritorious than respondent Nos. 4 & 5 and hence
those candidates have been recommended against the Open
Female seats at a higher position. For accommodating the
applicants against Open Female seats, if at all 02 candidates are
to be shifted they would be respondent Nos. 4 & 5. In view of
the fact that more meritorious candidates in the respective
categories, are already appeointed against Open Female seats,
respondent Nos, 4 & 5 may be the toppers amongst the
candidates in their respective category and hence deserve to be
appointed against the seats reserved for their respective
categories. Still there would be an issue of 02 female candidates
who if had been recommended against EWS and OBC female
seats, on appointment of respondent Nos. 4 & 5 against the said
seats probably would be required to vacate the said seats. The

question would be how to accommodate them?

20. In an additional affidavit filed by respondent No. 5
the vacancy position has come on record. The affidavit reveals
that 11 posts have remained unfilled. Out of the said 11 posts
02 posts were kept vacant as per the interim order passed by
this Tribunal. Out of remaining 09 posts, 03 candidates who

are named at Sr. Nos. 18, 50 & 185 belonging to Open, OBC
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and NTC (Female) category respectively and who were
recommended on the posts reserved for Open-General, Open-
General and NTC (Female) categories respectively, did not
remain present for document verification and hence
appointment orders have not been issued in their favour. 06
candidates now remain. One candidate named at Sr. No. 285 in
the list of eligible for recommendation namely Ranveer Asmita
Uttamrao belonging to SC female locomotor disability category
did not show interest in accepting the offer of appointment. Out
of 05 remaining seats, 03 are earmarked for P.W.D. category
and 02 for Orphan category. As stated on affidavit, no

candidates have become available against the said seats.

21. Considering the vacancy position as aforesaid, it
appears to us that 02 candidates who may require to be shifted
from EWS and OBC category can very well be accommodated
against any of the aforesaid unfilled seats, so that no injustice is

caused to any of the candidates, who has already been joined.

22. For the reasons elaborated hereinabove the following
order is passed: -
ORDER

[i] Clause 5 of the G.R. dated 04-05-2023 issued by Women

and Child Development Department to the extent it restricts the

g6
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applicability of the said G.R. only to the extent of advertisement
no.83/2021 issued by Maharashtra Public Service Commission
and to the process of recruitments commenced after 29-09-

2022, is held unconstitutional and hence set aside.

[iil It is declared that the benefit of the G.R. shall be
applicable to all recruitments commenced subsequent to
advertisement no.83/2021.

[iii] Applicants are held entitled for the benefit of the G.R.
dated 04-05-2023. Consequently, respondents are directed to
issue appointment orders in favour of the applicants against the
seals reserved for Open Female candidates within 6 weeks from
the date of this order.

[iv] Respondent nos4 and 5 have been appointed
provisionally subject to outcome of the present O.A. Their
appointments be confirmed against the seats in the categories
to which they belong. Surplus female candidates be
appropriately adjusted against the unfilled seats.
