Police Commissioner, Nashik had
issued the letter to the respondent no. 4 that, the crime no. 268/2010
is pending in the Ulhasnagar police station and therefore, the
provisional pension may be sanctioned to the applicant as per the Rule
130 of the M.C.S. (Pension) Rules. Thereafter on 9.12.2019 the
applicant had sought information from the Senior Police Inspector,
Ulhasnagar Police station about the filing of the charge sheet in the
court.

ix)  The applicant submits that the applicant on attaining the age
of superannuation on 31/03/2013 and near about 11 years after his
retirement is completing, but till today no case is finalized nor the
retirement benefits paid to him. The retire employee has legal right
to receive the pension as per the provision of Constitution of India.
The respondents cannot withheld the retirement benefits of the
applicant on the ground of the pendency of the criminal case. There
is hopes to succeed in the criminal case. The respondents cannot

withheld the amount of the Leave Encashment, G.P.F. and other



retirement benefits of the applicant. Therefore, the respondents be

directed to pay the retirement benefits.

X) The applicant submits that, the applicant has filed the original
application no. 716/2024 alongwith Misc.
