Applicant was transferred from
Andheri Police Station to Sakinaka Police Station on
11.01.2021. Applicant was again transferred from Sakinaka
Police Station to Ghatkopar Police Station on 09.06.2023.
Thereafter, applicant within two years by way of impugned
transfer order dated 04.10.2024 was transferred to Thane
City.

The applicants submit that, initially applicant No. 2 joined
duty in police force.

Applicant No. 4 has not joined at transfer place i.e. Thane
City. Applicant No. 4 is to retire within 7 months.
Thereafter, applicant within two years by way of impugned
transfer order dated 04.10.2024 was transferred to Thane
City.

Applicant No. 1 to 4 under protest and on instruction of his
senior tried to join at Thane City but it was informed that,
post are not vacant for Police Inspectors.

Therefore, they were not liable for transfer as per ECI
guidelines and Section 22 (N) of the Maharashtra Police Act

inspectors and above rank officers who have completed 3
years or will be completing 3 years on or before cutoff date
30/10/2024 in a police sub division then he should be
transferred to a sub division which does not fall in same

The applicant submits that, by way of letter dated
27.09.2024 the respondent No. 2 and 3 offices had invited
applicants from Police Inspectors from Maharashtra State
having interest to join at Mumbai City as a Police Inspector.
The applicant submits that, there are a smaller number of
Police Officer, who had worked for several years in Mumbai
city as Police Inspector but are not willing to work again in
Mumbai City Police Commissionerate Area. The copy of the
letter dated 27.09.2024 is annexed herewith and marked at

ANNEXURE-A-5.

The applicant submits that, as there are several transfers of
Police Inspector transferred to Mumbai City Pdlice
Commissionerate Area but they did not join at their transfer
place. On the place of applicant posting or in his Police
Station nobody has been replaced / posted till today.
Therefore, the Joint Commissioner of Police (Admin)
Mumbai had requested the DGP Maharashtra Mumbai by
letter dated 27.09.2024 to request ECI to exempt Police
Officers from ECI guidelines dated 31.07.2024 & more
particularly criteria 5.3. Further request to transfer them as
per transfer policy of the year 2014, 2019, 2024
considering the territorial division (Zone) as unit in place of
district and reference to ECI letter dated 06.11.2006. The
copy of the letter dated 27.09.2024 is annexed herewith
and marked at ANNEXURE A-6.

The applicant submits that, applicant No. 4 and other
applicants had given representation to respondents on
07.10.2024 pointing out they does not come under ECI
guidelines dated 31.07.2024 for the reason mentioned
above para and he has been transferred within 1 Years 4

months. The copy of the representation dated 07.10.2024 is
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annexed herewith and collectively marked at ANNEXURE-
A-7.

12. The applicant submits that, respondent No. 2 and 3 by way
of transfer order dated 04.10.2024 transferred applicant

from Mumbai City to Thane City. Being aggrieved by the

impugned transfer order dated 04.10.2024 applicants have

filed present original applicant on following grounds:

GROUNDS
I) That, impugned transfer order dated 04.10.2024 has

been issued after the deadline of 20.08.2024 fixed by
ECI as per clause No. 11 of ECI guidelines dated
31.07.2024.

II) That, within 2 yearé applicants have been transferred
Mumbai City to Thane City. Applicants have not
completed 2 years in present police station. Therefore,
applicants have not completed 3 years out of 4 years in
view of ECI guidelines in present Constituency.

III)The respondents wrongly calculated tenure while
invoking criteria 5.3 of ECI direction. They did not
consider the fact that, Mumbai City and Mumbai

IV)By way of impugned order applicants have been
transferred by misinterpreting ECI guidelines.

V) It shall be appreciated that, there would be hardship if
applicant is transferred mid-term though applicant has
not completed his tenure at one place in respect house
shifting, school of children etc.

VI) That, impugned transfer order is mid-term transfer
after the deadline of 31.08.2024 for effecting annual

transfers. There was no administrative reason or

administrative exigency nor any public interest

Therefore, impugned order qua applicant needs to
quashed and set aside

VII) If impugned transfer order is implemented, then there

would be hardship to the applicant.
VIII) The applicant is not due for transfer from the present
posting in view of Clause No. 5.3 (II) of ECI guidelines
%&’ dated 31.07.2024. The impugned transfer order is
issued in the month of October, so it is clear case of mid-
term transfer and same can be done only in special
circumstances on account of administrative exigency.

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ECI letter dated 31.07.2024 and there is no other reason

or public interest shown or justification while passin

impugned order dated 04.10.2024.

13. Thus, the impugned transfer order and letter on the basis
of impugned order dated .04.10.2024 transferring
applicant before completion of normal tenure at one post
suffers from malice in law and even it appears that it was
not discussed individually or placed before the Police
Establishment Board.

14. The applicant seeks liberty to add, amend, alter, delete or
modify any other paragraphs with prior permission of this
Hon'ble Court.

15. The applicant submits that, considering the above facts
and circumstances, the applicants are approaching Hon’ble
Court under extraordinary circumstances.

VI) INTERIM RELIEF SOUGHT:
JZ A. Pending hearing and final disposal of the original

application, alternatively the respondents may kindly be
directed to allow applicant No. 1 to 4 to continue on their

STATEMENT

The Maharashtra Government Servants Regulation of Transfers and
Prevention of Delay in Discharge of Official Duties Act, 2005 (Mah. XXI of
2006) (hereinafter referred to as “the said Act”) has been enacted to provide
for regulation of transfers of Government Servants and prevention of delay
in discharge of official duties. Section 3 of the said Act provides for tenure of
posting wherein it is provided that, tenure in a post of All India Service Officers
and all Groups A, B and C State Government Servants and employees shall be
three years. Section 4 of the said Act provides for tenure of transfer wherein
sub-section (4) provides that transfer of Government Servant shall ordinarily
be made only once in the year in the month of April or May.

2. The Election Commission of India had made applicable the Model Code
of Conduct, for the General Elections to the House of the People (Lok Sabha)
2024, from the 16th March 2024 and the said was in force till 4th June 2024.

3. Due to enforcement of the said Model Code of Conduct, the transfers of
Government Servants were not made. Therefore, it is considered expedient to
extend the said period for general transfers up to 31st August 2024, by amending
section 4 of the said Act, suitably.

4. As both Houses of the State Legislature are not in session and the
Governor of Maharashtra is satisfied that circumstances exist which render it
necessary for him to take immediate action further to amend the Maharashtra
Government Servants Regulation of Transfers and Prevention of Delay in
Discharge of Official Duties Act, 2005, for the purposes aforesaid, this Ordinance

Sir/Madam,

[ am directed to state that the terms of existing State Legislative Assemblies of Haryana,
Jharkhand & Maharashtra are upto 3rd November, 2024, 5th January, 2025 and 26% November,
2024, respectively and election are due in the year 2024. Further, the election to Legislative

Assembly of UT of Jammu and Kashmir is also due in near future.

2 The Commission has been following a consistent policy that officers directly connected
with conduct of elections in an election going State/UT are not posted in their home districts or

places where they have served for considerably long period.

3 Hence, the Commission has decided that no officer connected directly with elections

shall be allowed to continue in the present district (revenue district) of posting:-

(i) if she/he is posted in her/his home district.
(ii)if she/he has completed three years in that district during last four (4) years or

would be completing 3 years on or before 30t September, 2024 for UT of Jammu

and Kashmir, 315t October, 2024 for Haryana, 30th November, 2024 for
Maharashtra and 315t December, 2024 for Jharkhand;

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 While calculating the period of three years, promotion to a post within the district is

to be counted.

4, If any small State/UT with a few numbers of districts, face any difficulty in compliance of
the above instruction, then it may refer the specific case with reasons to the Commission through

CEO for exemption and the Commission would issue directions, if considered necessary.

5. Applicability

5l District Officers: -These instructions shall cover not only officers appointed for specific
election duties like DEOs, Dy. DEOs, RO/AROs, EROs/AEROs, officers appointed as nodal officers
of any specific election works but also district officers like ADMs, SDMs, Dy. Collector/Joint
Collector, Tehsildar, Block Development Officers or any other officer of equal rank directly

deployed for election works,

5.2 Officers other than District Officers: These instructions shall also cover the Divisional

Commissioners, Municipal Commissioners, and the other officers deputed in Municipal
Corporations and Development Authorities, etc.

53 Police Officers: -These instructions shall be applicable to the police department officers

such as Range ADGs/IGs, DIGs, Commandants of State Armed Police, SSPs, SPs, Add]. SPs, Sub-
Divisional Head of Police, SHOs, Inspectors, Sub-Inspector, Rls / Sergeant Majors or equivalent
ranks, who are responsible for security arrangement or deployment of police forces in the district
at election time. The police officials who are posted in functional departments like
computerization, special branch, training, etc. are not covered under these instructions. Following
shall be followed:

(i) The Police Sub-Inspectors and above should not be posted in their home district.

(ii)  Ifa Police Sub-Inspector has completed or would be completing a tenure of 3 years
out of four years on or before the cutoff date in a police sub-division, then he should
be transferred out to a police sub-division which does not fall in the same AC, If that
is not possible due to small size of district, then he/she should be transferred out of
the district.

In case a Police Commissionerate consists of multiple districts, the concerned officer

should be transferred out of the Commissionerate, instead of the revenue district.

5.4 Prohibition and Excise Qfficers: - Further, these instructions shall also be applicable to the

officers of the Prohibition and Excise Department of the State of the rank of Sub-Inspector and

above.

-
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6. Categories of Officers not covered under transfer policy

During an election, a large number of employees are drafted for different types of election
duty and the Commission has no intention of massive dislocation of state machinery by large scale

transfers. Hence, the aforesaid transfer policy is normally not applicable to the categories of

officers mentioned below:

(i) Officers posted in the State headquarters of the department concerned.

(i)~ Officers/Officials who are not directly connected with elections like doctors,
engineers, teachers/principals etc. However, if there are specific complaints of
political bias or prejudice against any such govt. officer, which on enquiry, are found
to be substantiated, then CEO/ECI may order not only the transfer of such official
but also appropriate departmental action against the said officer.

(iii) The officers appointed as Sector Officer/Zonal Magistrate involved in election

duties are not covered under these instructions. However, the observers, CEO/DEOs

and ROs should keep a close watch on their conduct to ensure that they are fair and
non-partisan in the performance of their duties.

[iv]-" It is further directed that the officers/officials against whom the Commission had
recommended disciplinary action in past and which is pending or which has
resulted in a penalty or the officers who have been charged for any lapse in any
election or election related work in the past, shall not be assigned any election
related duty. However, an officer who was transferred during any past election
under the Commission’s order without any recommendation of disciplinary actions
will not be, just on this ground, considered for transfer, unless specifically so
directed by the Commission. A copy of the Commission’s instruction number
464 /INST/2008-EPS dated 234 December 2008 regarding tracking of names of
tainted officers is enclosed. CEQs must ensure its compliance.

(v)  The Commission further desires that no officer/official, against whom a criminal
case related to official functioning is pending in any court of law, be associated
with/deployed on election related duty.

(vi)  Any officer, who is due to retire within the coming six months will be exempted
from the purview of the Commission’s directions mentioned in para-3. The six

months period shall be reckoned backwards from 30t September, 2024 for UT of

e
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Jammu and Kashmir, 31%t October, 2024 for Haryana, 30" November, ZUZ:for
Maharashtra and 315t December, 2024 for Jharkhand. Further, officer falling in the
category (home district/3 years+ criteria and due to retire within 6 months) if
holding an election related post mentioned in para 5, shall be relieved of that charge
and not be associated with any election related duty. It is however, reiterated that
such retiring officer need not be transferred out of the district.

(vii)  All the officials of the State (except those posted in the office of the Chief Electoral
Officer), who are on extension of service or re-employed in different capacities, will
not be associated with any election related work.

7. The transfer orders in respect of officers/officials, who are engaged in the electoral rolls
revision work, if any, during an election year shall be implemented only after final publication of
the electoral rolls, in consultation with the Chief Electoral Officer concerned. In case of any need

for transfer due to any extra ordinary reasons, prior approval of the Commission shall be taken.

8. The Chief Electoral Officer of the State/UT shall invariably be consulted while posting the
persons in place of present incumbents who stand transferred as per the above policy of the
Commission. A copy of each of the transfer orders issued under these directions shall be given to

the Chief Electoral Officer without fail.

4. All election related Officers will be required to give a declaration in the format given below

to the DEO concerned, who shall inform to CEQ accordingly.

Kindly refer to lctter dated 31/07/2024 from the Eleclion Commission of
India and letter dated 02/08/2024 & 08/08/2024 from the office of the DGP,
Maharashtra.
2. With a view to ensure conduct of free & fair General Legislative
Assembly Election 2024, the Election Commission has issued detailed
instruction regarding transfers and posting of police officers of and above the
rank of Police Sub Inspectors vide above reference no. (1) As per these
instruction, all the officers above the rank of Police Sub Inspectors
e If she/he is posted in her/his home district
o If she/he has completed three years in that district during last four
(4) years or would be completing 3 years on or before 30 Nov 2024

are to be transferred.
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3.  As per the guidelines of the Election Commission 03 Police officers
(ACP-01,P1-02) fall under the category of native district Mumbai.

4, 131 officers (ACP-1,PI-130) have completed 3 years of last 4 years
(interrupted/ continuously) such officers are eligible for transfer from Mumbai
Police Commissionerate.

5. As on 27/09/2024 there are 213 vacancies in the rank of PI in Mumbai
City. In the past 50 PI rank officers who had been transferred to Mumbai City
by DG office have not joined | '

6. It is imperative that with a vacancy of 330+ in the rank of PI( 213
existing vacancy and 132 to be transferred on election Criferié) conduct of
election and mandatory fulfillment of election bandobast (sector patrolling
JFST, SST, RO liasioning) will be a challenge.It is pertinent to bring to the
notice of Honourable Commission that PIs work at the cutting edge level and
are the important component of maintaining Law and Order as well
asconducting free and fair elections Carrying out such large number of transfers
on the eve of elections will be administratively challenging.

' In the past General elections of 2014, 2019 ,2024 and all the Assembly
Elections since 2014, transfer was effected in Mumbai Police Commissionerate
considering territorial division as unit (zone that usually consist of atleast 3
assembly constituencies ) in the place of districts with the concurrence of ECI.
The same yard stick may be applied this time to for Maharashtra Assembly
Election 2024

8. As on 15/08/2024, there are only 115 posts of PI vacant in units
outside Mumbai Police Commissionerate. Also it may be challenge to
accommodate those 131 officers falling under election transfer criteria outside
Mumbai Police Commissionerate.,

B, Going by the past experience, officers transferred to Mumbai city are

hesitant to join. Even the new officers posted from outside Mumbai city will




find it difficult to adapt immediately to the geographical and social conditions
of the city.

In view of the facts mentioned above, it is requested that we may be
permitted to transfer officers mentioned below as per the criteria followed
during the general and assembly elections in 2014, 2019 and general election
2024 i.e considering territorial division(zone) as unit in place of district. (ECI
LETTER 437/2006PLN-III, Dt 6 th november,2006)

A. Home district ACP-1, PI-2
B. Officer serving for 3 years in district ACP-1,PI-130

The complexity of Mumbai Police commissionerate and the above
mentioned issue were raised before the Hon’ble Election commission of India
today i.e 27/09/2024 .Taking into consideration the above mentioned points, as
per the general instructions issued by the Hon’ble Election Comrﬁission of

India dated 31/07/2024 point number 5.3 should be given exemption. it is
