The Applicant further declares that the application is within
the limitation period prescribed in section 21 of the

Administrative Tribunal Act. 1985.

6) FACTS OF THE CASE :

6.1. The Applicants are a State Government employees and
working Agriculture Department. The applicant no.lis President
of the Association of Ministerial Services, Department of
Agriculture and applicant no.2 is working as Senior
Administrative Officer in Maharashtra Agriculture Administrative
Service Group-A in Agriculture Department. The date of birth of

Applicant no.2’s is 21/05/1975. The Applicant No.2 joined as




administrative officer on 02/09/2014. The Applicant No.2

belongs to the VINT category.

6.2. The Applicants submit that, Respondent No.5 has to the
post of Joint Director of Agriculture (Establishment) at
Commissionerate of Agriculture, Sakhar Sankul Building,
Shivajinagar Pune from the post Superintending Agriculture
Officer, Maharashtra Rural Employee Grantee Scheme, Pune by

the Respondent No.1 vide order dated 25/09/2024.

But Shri Jadhav is
promoted as Additional Director (Agriculture Expansion
and Training) Vanamati, Nagpur. Shri Jadhav has not

requested to depute him at Vanamati.
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- those who have experience only in agriculture and
technical knowledge in the agriculture department such
officer be deputed at Corporation/office, no deputation
policy is applicable to administrative cadre and only
Agriculture Officer’s cadres persons are deputed as per the
policy of Respondent No.2. Therefore the post of
Additional Director, Vanamati must be filled from the
Maharashtra Agriculture Service Joint Director of
Agriculture Cadre.

- Shri Jadhav does not fulfill the criteria of
Education to the post of Additional Director (Agriculture
Expansion and Training) and it is not proper to deputy on
the Technical post at Vanamati.

- Respondent No.l was requested to reconsider
and Shri Jadhav be promoted to the post of Joint Director
of Agriculture (Establishment) Commissionerate of

Agriculture which is from Maharashtra Agriculture
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Administrative Services Group-A-Senior Administrati

Officer (Non-Technical).

It is also submitted that, Shri Jadhav's name is shown at
Sr.No.l in Senior Administrative Officer- Group-A Cadre but
Shri Jadhav is deputed to Respondent No.3's office as Additional
Director which is Technical post and Respondent No.3 had
submitted proposal to promote Shri Jadhav as Joint Director of
Agriculture (Establishment), Commissionerate of Agriculture,

Pune instead at Vanamati as Additional Director.

Administrative Services and not B.Sc, Agriculture and not
having experience of agriculture department (Technical)

and therefore Shri Jadhav cannot give justice to his present

post.

- Also Shri Rajesh Popatrao Jadhav is given additional
charge of Joint Director of Agriculture (Establishment)
JPune . Pune and Nagpur is far way distance i.e.760 kms

and shri Jadhav is not available for Vanamati services.
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- the post of Additional Director in Vanamati must be fill-

up from Technical side Agriculture Officer.

- at present the process is going on to fill-up post of Joint
Director by promotion and requested to fill-up all 3 posts

from Technical side Agriculture Officer.

6.20. The Applicants are challenging the promotion order dated
25/09/2024 of Respondent No.5 to the post of Joint Director of
Agriculture (Establishment) Group-A which is dehors the
Recruitment Rules and are approaching this Hon’ble Tribunal on
the following grounds which are taken without prejudice to one

another —

6.20.1. The promotion of Respondent No. 5 to the post of
Joint Director of Agriculture (Establishment) is contrary to
the Recruitment Rules dated 15/06/2011. The rules clearly
state that the post is to be filled by promotion from the
Maharashtra Agriculture Administrative Services Group-A-
Senior Administrative Officer (Non-Technical) cadre,
whereas Respondent No. 5§ belongs to the Superintending
Agriculture Officer Group-A (Technical) cadre. Therefore,
the promotion violates the rules governing recruitment and

promotion to this position.
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6.20.2, The seniority list published on 08/03/2024 for the
Maharashtra  Agriculture  Service  Superintendent
Agriculture Officer Group-A cadre, of which Respondent
No. 5 is a part, is a separate technical cadre list. The Joint
Director of Agriculture (Establishment) post is non-
technical, and the two cadres have distinct recruitment rules

and promotion criteria.

6.20.3. The Recruitment Rules dated 15/06/2011 mandate
that promotion to the post of Joint Director of Agriculture
(Establishment) must be from the Senior Administrative
Officer Group-A cadre, which is a non-technical cadre. The
impugned promotion of Respondent No. & who comes
from a technical cadre, directly contravenes these

provisions.

6.20.4. The seniority lists for the Superintendent
Agriculture Officer (Technical) and Senior Administrative
Officer (Non-Technical) are distinct, and promotions must

be conducted within each cadre. Promoting Respondent
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No. &, who belongs to a technical cadre, to a non-technical

position bypasses the rightful candidates from the Senior

Administrative Officer Group-A cadre.

6.20.5. The letter dated 26/03/2024, submitted by
Respondent No. 3, clearly recommended that the post of
Joint Director of Agriculture (Establishment) should be
filled by promotion from the Senior Administrative Officer
(Non-Technical) cadre. Promoting Respondent No. s
despite this recommendation, undermines the proper

procedure.

6.20.6. The circular dated 10/05/2024, which published the
final seniority list for the Senior Administrative Officer
Group-A cadre, places Applicant No. 2 at the top of the list.
Despite being the most senior and eligible candidate.
Applicant No. 2 was overlooked for promotion in favor of
Respondent No. §; who is not part of the non-technical

cadre, leading to an unjust denial of promotion.
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6.20.7. The impugned promotion also disregards the
representation submitted by Applicant No. 1 on 31/08/2024
and 06/09/2024, which specifically requested that the post
of Joint Director of Agriculture (Establishment) be filled by
a suitable candidate from the Ministerial/Senior
Administrative Officer Group-A cadre, in compliance with

the applicable rules.

6.20.8. The promotion of Respondent No. 5 has resulted in
significant injustice to the rightful candidates from the
Senior Administrative Officer Group-A cadre, particularly
Applicant No. 2, who is the most senior officer eligible for
the position based on the recruitment rules and seniority

list.

6.20.9. The promotion of Respondent No. 5 is dehors the
Recruitment Rules and has caused prejudice to the
Applicants, who have been unjustly denied their rightful
promotions. The impugned order is malafide illegal and
