05/12/2024 by
which the applicant is rejected for the post of Driver (Group C)

from OBC Ex - Servicemen category.

The applicant was issued a civilian driving

license by the competent licensing authority.

Respondent No. 4 issued a letter calling the
applicant for counseling, confirming active

consideration in the selection process.

The applicant was deemed ineligible by the
respondents on the ground that three years
had not elapsed since the issuance of the

civilian driving license.

Respondent No. 4 issued a letter directing
skill assessment and related examination of
candidates from the waiting list for the post

of Driver.

The applicant underwent a driving skills test,
and the assessment report confirmed

competency in driving.

Respondent No. 4 issued an order canceling
the applicant’s selection for the post of Driver
(Group C) on the ground that the applicant
had not completed three years from the date

of issuance of the civilian driving license.

The applicant submitted a representation to
Respondent No. 4, seeking reconsideration of

the cancellation of selection.

Respondent No. 4 issued a letter
acknowledging receipt of the applicant’s
representation and referring the matter to

Respondent No. 1 for further examination.

Respondent No. 1 directed Respondent No. 4
to submit a clear proposal with approval,
stating that the proposal must contain explicit
recommendations from the Commissioner,

Health Services, Commissionerate, Mumbai.

The applicant submitted another

representation to Respondent No. 2,




06/02/2025 -

reiterating that the advertisement did not
specify that the three years of experience
must be counted after obtaining a civilian

driving license.

Respondent No. 4 requested Respondent No.
3, Pune, to take a decision regarding the
applicant’s eligibility and reiterated that a
request was made to the Government to relax

the three-year civilian driving license

requirement.

Grave injustice and prejudice has been caused to the

Applicant.

Hence this Petition.

The Applicant is aggrieved by the order dt. 05/12/2024 by
which the applicant is rejected for the post of Driver (Group C)
from OBC Ex - Servicemen category.

4)  JURISDICTION OF THE TRIBUNAL

The Applicant declares that the subject matter of the order i
against which he wants the redressal is within the jurisdiction of

the Tribunal.

5) LIMITATION:

The Applicant further declares that the application is within
the limitation period prescribed in section 21 of the Administrative

Tribunal Act. 1985.

6) FACTS OF THE CASE :

6.1. The Applicant is Ex-servicemen. The date of birth of the
Applicant is 07/03/1985. The applicant has applied for the post of
Driver {(Group C) from Ex - Servicemen quota. The applicant

belongs to OBC category.




6.2. The applicant submits that Respondent No. 4 has issued the
order dated 05/12/2024, thereby canceling the applicant's selection
for the post of Driver (Group C). The applicant was considered for
the said post under the Ex-Servicemen quota based on the waitlist,
and the selection committee scrutinized the applicant’s documents,
subject to verification of the caste validity certificate and technical
examination. As per the eligibility criteria mentioned in the
advertisement, the applicant was required to have three years of
experience in driving a Medium Passenger Motor Vehicle or
Heavy Passenger Motor Vehicle. The applicant has 17 years of
experience as a driver in the Indian Army from 14/03/2004 to
31/03/2021, fulfilling the prescribed experience requirement.
However, Respondent No. 4 rejected the applicant's selection on
the ground that the applicant’s civilian driving license was issued
on 30/08/2023, and the applicant had not completed the mandatory
three-year period from the date of issuance. The advertisement
does not impose any such condition that the experience must be

counted only after obtaining a «civilian driving license.




Furthermore, the applicant underwent a driving skills test on
25/10/2024, wherein the assessment report confirmed that the
applicant was competent to drive a vehicle. Despite meeting all
eligibility requirements, the applicant’s selection was wrongfully
canceled based on an arbitrary and erroneous interpretation of the
criteria. The impugned order has been issued on false and baseless
grounds, permanently canceling the applicant’s selection and
barring any future claim over the said post, which is unjust and

unsustainable in law,

Copy of the impugned order dt. 05/12/2024 is annexed and

marked as Annexure Al.

6.3. The applicant submits that the advertisement dated
15/03/2023 was published by Respondent No. 1 for the
recruitment to the post of Driver (Group C).The specific eligibility
criteria as mentioned in the advertisement dated 15/03/2023 are as

follows:

It is evident that the applicant meets all the eligibility
criteria as prescribed in the advertisement. However, the selection
has been cancelled solely on the ground that the applicant’s
civilian driving license was issued on 30/08/2023 and had not
completed three years as of 18/09/2024. Since the advertisement
does not impose any such restriction, the cancellation of the
applicant’s selection is arbitrary, unreasonable, and contrary to the

prescribed conditions.

Copy of the Advertisement dt. 15/03/2024 is annexed and

marked as Annexure A2.

6.4. The applicant submits that the applicant was in possession
of an Army Driving Identity Card during service in the Indian
Army and, therefore, did not apply for a civilian driving license at

that time. The applicant has been duly issued a Proficiency-cum-

Experience Certificate by the Indian Army, certifying 17 years of

experience as a driver in the Army. This certificate clearly

establishes the applicant’s extensive experience in driving, which : ~}]

meets the eligibility requirement prescribed in the advertisement.
The insistence on having three years of experience only after
obtaining a civilian driving license is not a condition mentioned in
the advertisement and is an arbitrary interpretation by the

respondents.

Copy of the Army Driving Identity Card and the
Proficiency-cum-Experience Certificate issued by the Indian Army

is annexed and marked as Annexure A3.

6.5. The applicant submits that the merit list of candidates was
published by Respondent No. 4, wherein the applicant’s name
appears under the category OBC (Ex-Servicemen) at Serial No. 3.
This clearly establishes that the applicant was initially found
eligible for selection. However, despite being included in the
eligibility list, the applicant’s selection was subsequently canceled

on arbitrary and baseless grounds.

Copy of the Merit list is annexed and marked as

Annexure A4.

6.6. The applicant submits that the applicant was called for
counseling by Respondent No. 4 through a letter dated 16/08/2024.
This further confirms that the applicant was considered eligible

and was actively included in the selection process.

Copy of the said letter is annexed and marked as

Annexure AS.

6.7. The applicant submits that Respondent No. 4 issued a letter
dated 20/09/2024, directing the skill assessment and related
examination of candidates from the waiting list for the post of
Driver. This indicates that the applicant was actively considered
for the selection process and was required to undergo the

necessary evaluations.

Copy of the said letter is annexed and marked as Annexure

A6.
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6.8. The applicant submits that the present representation 1is
being made to Respondent No. 4 seeking reconsideration of the
cancellation of the applicant’s appointment to the post of Driver
(Group C). The applicant was selected for the said post under the
Ex-Servicemen quota through the merit list in the recruitment
process conducted by the Maharashira Health Services
Department. However, the applicant’s appointment was
subsequently canceled on the ground that the applicant’s driving
license was issued on 30/08/2023, and as per the Respondents, the
applicant had not completed the required three-year period from

the date of issuance of the said license.

It is pertinent to note that the said cancellation is arbitrary
and unjustified, as the applicant has 17 years of experience as a
driver in the Indian Army from 17/03/2004 to 31/03/2019. The
advertisement for the recruitment did not specify that the required
three years of experience must be counted only after obtaining a

civilian driving license. The applicant’s extensive experience in
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the Army, along with fulfilling all other eligibility criteria,
qualifies the applicant for the said post. Therefore, the applicant
humbly requests reconsideration of the cancellation and seeks
reappointment to the post of Driver (Group C) by considering the
applicant’s 17 years of military driving experience as fulfilling the

eligibility criteria.

Copy of the Representation letter dt. 09/12/2024 is annexed

and is marked as Annexure A7.

6.9. The applicant submits that Respondent No. 4, through a
letter dated 24/12/2024, has provided a response to the applicant’s
representation letter dated 09/12/2024. The said letter
acknowledges that the applicant has submitted documentary proof,
including an experience certificate issued by the Indian Army,
confirming 17 years of experience as a driver from 17/03/2004 to
31/03/2021. Furthermore, the letter states that Respondent No. 4
has referred the matter to Respondent No. 1 for further

examination and a decision regarding the applicant’s selection.
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Copy letter dt. 24/12/2024 issued by Respondent no. 4 is

annexed and marked as Annexure AS8. ( o

6.10. The applicant submits that Respondent No. 1, by letter dated
23/01/2025, directed Respondent No. 4 to submit a clear proposal
with approval, stating that the proposal submitted through the
referenced correspondence had been received by the Government.
Upon perusal of the said proposal, it was observed that no explicit
opinion had been provided regarding the appointment of
candidates to the concerned post. Accordingly, it was
communicated that a complete proposal, along with clear
recommendations and approval from the Commissioner, Health
Services, Commissionerate, Mumbai, should be submitted to the

Government.

Copy of letter dt. 23/01/2025 is annexed and marked as

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6.11. The applicant submits that the applicant once again
submitted a representation to Respondent No. 2, requesting
consideration on the grounds that the advertisement did not specify
that experience would be counted from the date of issuance of the
civilian driving license. The applicant possesses 17 years of
driving experience in the Indian Army; however, despite this, the
applicant has not been considered. Copy of the Representation dt.

27/01/2025 is annexed and marked as Annexure A10.

6.12, The applicant submits that by letter dated 06/02/2025,

Respondent No. 4 requested Respondent No. 3, Pune, to take a

decision.
It is submitted in the letter dt. 06/02/2025 as below :

“as per Reference No. 3, a request was made through the
concerned authority to the Government to relax the three-year
driving license requirement and to consider applicant eligible for

the post of Driver. However. as per Reference No. 4, it was




conveyed that the proposal should be submitted to the Government

6.13. The Applicant is aggrieved by the order dt. 05/12/2024 by

which the applicant is rejected for the post of Driver (Group C)

from OBC Ex - Servicemen category, on the following amongst

other grounds which are taken without prejudice to one another —

6.13.1. The advertisement dated 15/03/2023, published by

Respondent No. 1, clearly prescribes the eligibility criteria for the
post of Driver (Group C). The applicant meets all the prescribed
criteria, including possessing a valid driving license, the required
educational qualification, three years of experience in driving
gsovernment vehicles, and basic knowledge of vehicle repairs. The

impugned order dated 05/12/2024, issued by Respondent No. 2,
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wrongfully cancels the applicant’s selection on the erroneous
ground that the applicant did not complete three years after
obtaining a civilian driving license. The advertisement does not
mandate that the required experience must be counted only after
obtaining a civilian license. Therefore, the impugned cancellation
order is arbitrary, unreasonable, and contrary to the conditions

specified in the advertisement.

6.13.2. The applicant has served as a driver in the Indian
Army from 17/03/2004 to 31/03/2021, which amounts to 17 years
of driving experience in a government institution. The
advertisement merely requires three years of experience in driving
a Medium Passenger Motor Vehicle or Heavy Passenger Motor
Vehicle in a government, semi-government, or private institution.
The applicant's experience in the Army fully satisfies this
requirement, and therefore, the rejection of the applicant’s

selection is erroneous, baseless, and legally unsustainable.
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6.13.3. The respondents have arbitrarily imposed an

additional requirement that the applicant must have three years of
experience after obtaining a civilian driving license. This
requirement is not mentioned in the advertisement dated
15/03/2023. The applicant was in possession of an Army Driving
I[dentity Card during service and did not require a civilian driving
license at that time. The applicant’s military driving experience is
fully valid and satisfies the recruitment criteria. Imposing such
extraneous conditions beyond the advertisement is illegal and

unjustified.

6.13.4. The Ilist of eligible candidates published by
Respondent No. 2 clgal'ly included the applicant’s name under the
OBC (Ex-Servicemen) category at Serial No. 3. The applicant was
also called for counseling by Respondent No. 4 through a letter
dated 16/08/2024 and further directed to undergo skill assessment
and verification by a letter dated 20/09/2024. These facts establish

that the applicant was initially found eligible and included in the
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selection process. The subsequent cancellation of selection on
arbitrary grounds is unjustified, violative of principles of natural

justice, and amounts to discrimination.

6.13.5. The applicant underwent a driving skills test on
25/10/2024, wherein the assessment report confirmed that the
applicant was competent to drive a vehicle. Once the applicant
passed the required skill test, there was no valid reason to cancel
the selection. The rejection of the applicant despite fulfilling all
criteria is legally untenable and amounts to denial of a legitimate

right.

6.13.6. The applicant submitted a representation letter dated
09/12/2024, requesting reconsideration of the cancellation of
selection. Respondent No. 4, through a letter dated 24/12/2024,
has acknowledged that the applicant has submitted documentary
proof, including an experience certificate issued by the Indian
Army confirming 17 years of experience as a driver. Furthermore,

Respondent No. 4 has referred the matter to Respondent No. 1 for
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further examination and a decision regarding the applicant’s
selection. This indicates that the applicant’s eligibility is still under

consideration, and the cancellation order has not attained finality.

6.13.7, The impugned cancellation order discriminates
against ex-servicemen by refusing to recognize military driving
experience for eligibility. The ex-servicemen quota exists to honor
and utilize the experience of those who have served the nation.
Refusing to acknowledge the applicant’s 17 years of service as a
driver in the Indian Army is unjust and violative of the principle of
equal opportunity. The respondents’ approach undermines the
purpose of the reservation for ex-servicemen, making it redundant

and ineffective.

6.13.8. The impugned cancellation order has been issued
without affording the applicant an opportunity to be heard. The
principles of natural justice require that no adverse action should
be taken without giving a fair hearing to the affected party. The

applicant, having fulfilled all eligibility criteria, is being
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wrongfully denied appointment on arbitrary and baseless grounds.

Such action is illegal, discriminatory, and liable to be set aside.

Grave injustice and prejudice has been caused to the

Applicant.

Hence this petition.

7)  DETAILS OF THE REMEDIES EXHAUSTED :

The Applicant says that there is no statutory remedy
available to the Applicant, under the Service Rules, Therefore,
except this application, there is no other alternative and efficacious

remedy available to the Applicant herein.

8) MATTER NOT PREVIOUSLY FILED OR PENDING

WITH ANY OTHER COURT :

The Applicant further declares that he has not previously

filed any application regarding the matter except those which are

9) RELIEF SOUGHT :

In view of the facts mentioned in paragraph (6) above

Applicant pray for the following relief :

a) That this Hon’ble Tribunal be pleased to quash and set aside
the impugned order dated 05/12/2024 issued by Respondent
No. 4, canceling the applicant’s selection for the post of
Driver (Group C) and be pleased to declare the applicant as
eligible for appointment to the post of Driver (Group C) and
also be further pleased to direct the Respondents to appoint
the applicant to the post of Driver (Group C) within the
period of one month and grant all the consequential service

benefits.
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b) That the cost of the application be awarded in favour of the

Applicant.

c) That such orders as justice and convenience may demand

from time to time be passed in favour of the Applicant.

10) INTERIM RELIEF IF ANY PRAYED FOR :

a) That this Hon’ble Tribunal be pleased to stay the effect,
operation, and implementation of the impugned order dated
05/12/2024 issued by Respondent No. 4, thereby cancelling
the applicant’s selection for the post of Driver (Group C)
and direct the Respondents to keep one post vacant till the

final decision of this Original Application.

b) That pending the admission of this matter the Hon’ble
Tribunal be pleased to issue ad-interim order in terms of

prayer 10(a) and (b).
