Authority and more particularly post occupied by the Respondent
No.3 cannot be said to be equivalent post in a local Authority. It is
also pertinent to note that the Respondent No.3 never occupied
and appointed in a responsible administrative or executive post in
an industrial or commercial establishment of a reputed firm as

contemplated in the Rule 3 of the said Rules of 1988.

Applicant state and submits that in view of the above facts and
circumstances, Applicant is constrained to approach this Hon’b.le
Tribunal on following amongst other grounds which are taken
without prejudice to each others:

That the Respondent No.3 does not meet with the
requisite qualification and eligibility conditions as
stipuiated in Ruie 3 of the Recruitment Rules, 1988
and therefore, the Respondent No.3 was not qualified

for being appointed to the post of Chief

 Administrative Officer.. . = -

That the Respondent No.3 has submitted false
information to the Respondent No.2 Commission
about his qualification and eligibility to the post of
Chief Administrative Officer.

Tha,t the Respondent no.3 has been working as
Assistant Registrar with Dr. Punjabrao Deshmukh
Krishi Vidhyapeeth. The said University is an
Agricultural University constituted under the

provisions of Maharashtra Agricultural Universities

Act, 1983. Therefore, the said University cannot be
said to be a Local Authority.

That the post of Assistant Registrar held by the
Respondent No.3 cannot be said to be an equivalent
post as contemplated under the provisions of Rule 3

of the said Rules of 1988.

VI) That the Respondent No.3 was and/or is not in

service of Respondent No.l on the post of Gazetted

Officer or any equivalent post thereto.

VII) That it is well settled position of law that the

candidaie should have possesses the requisite
eligibility on the last date of application and/or on the
date prescribed by the advertisement. However, in the
present case the Respondent No.3 did not have
requisite eligibility on the last of Application to the

post in question.

VIII) That the action on the part of the Respondent 2

making 3" Respondent’s recommendation and 1*
Respondent’s action issuing appointment order to the
Respondent no.3 is dehores of Recruitment Rules and

therefore, liable to be held illegal.

That the Applicant’s is eligible for being appointed to
the post of Chief Administrative Officer and second
in the merit list. Respondent No.l has illegally
appointed the Respondent No.3 and thus, has
deprived the Applicant from the opportunity of public
employment and therefore, the 3™ Respondent’s
recommendation and appointment has resulted in
violation of Article 14 and 16 of the Constitution of
India.

Applicant is eligible and qualified for being

appointed to the post of Chief Administrative Officer

in terms of the recruitment Rules and therefore, the

Respondent No.2 should have recommended
Applicant’s name and should have appointed the
Applicant.

Even otherwise 3" Respondent’s recommendation

~and appointment to the post of Chief Administrative

Officer is illegal and liable to be quashed and set

aside.
