(C) The respondents may kindly be directed to grant
further consequential benefits including refixation of
pay, payment of arrears etc. from the deemed date
claimed in prayer clause B.”

3. Learned Advocate for the applicant files on record copy of
communication between the special Inspector General of Police
and the res. no. 2 the Superintendent of Police, Nanded to the
effect that the present applicant be considered for appointment to
the post of Peon as and when the said post would be available.

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4. Learned Advocate for the applicant, therefore, submits that
the present O.A. be disposed of with similar directions to the

concerned respondents.
