1. Heard Shri V.B. Wagh, learned Advocate for the applicant 

and Shri D.R. Patil, learned Presenting Officer for the 

respondents.  

 
2. The present applicant is seeking quashing of the order of 

the res. no. 2 dated 16.9.2014, whereby the representation of the 

applicant to make correction in the service record regarding his 

date of birth is rejected.   

 
3. The original service record as well as the school leaving 

certificate of the applicant show that the date of birth of the 

present applicant was 30.9.1954.  However, according to the 

applicant he was born on 24.12.1962.  In support of the said 

contention the applicant has produced entry made in the Death 

& Birth register of the Gram Panchayat of Ganori, Tq. Phulambri, 

Dist. Aurangabad in this regard.  This entry was made on the 

basis of order passed by the Executive Magistrate, Phulambri on 

12.9.2005.   

 
4. The learned Advocate for the applicant submits that the 

original record of the Gram Panchayat of the relevant period is 
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unavailable and, therefore, the Executive Magistrate has directed 

for making entry in the concerned register.      

 
5. The learned Presenting Officer, however, submitted that 

there is no original entry in the record of the Gram Panchayat, 

which would show that the date of birth of the applicant is 

24.12.1962.  On the contrary the school leaving certificate would 

show that the applicant was born on 30.9.1954.   

 
6. Upon hearing both the sides, in my view, entry in the 

school leaving certificate is not in any way shown to be wrong 

one by any original record of the relevant Gram Panchayat.  The 

entry made in the said register is only on the basis of recent 

direction of the Executive Magistrate.  The order of the 

respondents rejecting the claim of the applicant, therefore, 

cannot be faulted with.   

 
7. In the circumstances, the original application is dismissed 

with no order as to costs.
