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O R D E R 

 

1. Heard Shri Arvind V. Bandiwadekar, learned advocate for the 

Applicant and Ms Archana B.K, learned Presenting Officer for the 

Respondents. 

 

2.  Learned advocate for the applicant submits that his case is 

identical to the one which was decided earlier in O.A 264/2018, decided 

on 24.10.2018. 

 

3.    The order reads as under:- 

 

“5. The State has further averred that applicant’s actual 

promotion is kept pending on account of pendency of matter before 

Hon’ble High Court and Hon’ble Supreme Court. 

 

6. Admittedly, the matters pending before the Hon’ble High 

Court and Hon’ble Supreme Court relates to accelerated promotion 

of the candidates other than those promoted on seniority-cum-

fitness category. 

 

7. We, therefore, see no reason entitling the Government to 

withhold the decision to promote the applicant. 

 

8. In view of the foregoing, following order is passed:- 

(a) Original Application is allowed in terms of prayer clause 9(a), 

which reads as follows:- 

 
“9(a) By a suitable order/direction, this Hon’ble Tribunal 

may be pleased to set aside the order dated 20.9.2017 

passed by the Respondent no. 1 (Exhibit-A) to the extent to 

which the same has not included the name of the Petitioner 

being promoted as Police Sub-Inspector and accordingly the 

Respondents be directed to forthwith promote the Petitioner 

to the post of Police Sub-Inspector and to grant him the 

deemed date with effect from 20.9.2017 together with all the 
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consequential service benefits, as if the impugned order has 

not been passed.” 

         (Quoted from page 11 of O.A) 
 
(b) Compliance be done within 15 days from today. 
 
(c) In the circumstances, parties are directed to bear their own 

costs.”

5. As there is no difference between the case which has been already 

decided and the present case, we pass the following order. 

  

(a) Original Application is allowed in terms of prayer clause  
9(a) which reads as follows:- 
 
a] By a suitable order/direction, this Hon’ble Tribunal may 
be pleased to hold and declare that as per 5 of the 
impugned order dated 24.3.2017 (Exhibit-A) issued by the 
Respondent no. 1, that the Petitioner was / is entitled for 
the deemed date, namely, 1.7.2014 along with promotion in 
the post of Police Sub Inspector in view of the Petitioner 
being fully eligible, qualified and suitable. 

  
(b) Compliance be done within 15 days from today. 

 
(c) In the circumstances, parties are directed to bear their own 

costs. 
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6. Steno copy and Hamdast is allowed.  Learned P.O is directed to
