the applicant and it is still pending. We express no opinion
about it. However, on the basis of pleadings made in the
Original Application, we are not inclined to quash the
departmental enquiry. @ We hope and expect that the
departmental enquiry pending against the applicant will be
concluded as early as possible and preferably within a
period of four months from the date of this order. The
applicant should not place any obstacle in expeditious
conclusion of the Departmental Enquiry, which is pending

against him.

3. With these observations the present Original

Application stands disposed of with no order as to costs.
