Heard Shri R.V.Shiralkar, learned counsel for the applicants

and Smt.A.Warjukar, learned P.O. for the respondents.
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2. By this O.A. the applicants pray for grant of special
allowance so long as they serve in Anti-Corruption Department in
Gadchiroli District which is naxal affected area.
3. By G.R. dated 03.11.2009 (Annexure A-2) certain Police
Stations, Sub-Police Stations and Advanced outposts in naxal affected
area have been declared to be highly sensitive. By G.R. dated
11.01.2010 (Annexure A-3) special allowance is made payable to officers
and staff working on the establishment identified by G.R. dated
03.11.2009 to be highly sensitive. By G.R. dated 18.02.2011 (Annexure
A-4) highly sensitive establishments in naxal affected area were re-
identified on account of Division of Gadchiroli District in two Police
Districts viz. Gadchiroli and Aheri. To G.R. dated 01.10.2016 (Annexure
A-5) Corrigendum was issued by G.R. dated 26.10.2016 (Annexure A-6).
The Corrigendum reads —

In the interest of Justice and equity, ideally these employees
should have been given benefits of G.R. dated 11/01/2011 and they
should be paid all the benefits from 01.01.2010 till the benefit of this
G.R. are given to other employees in other hyper sensitive area. The
payment should be calculated and paid within three months period

and compliance should be filed before this Tribunal.

The applicants in O.A.N0.664 & 966 of 2017 were similarly

Order dated 23.07.2019 passed by this Bench has been

complied with. By Judgment dated 18.06.2015 (Annexure A-11) this

Bench had upheld entitlement of a person working in naxal affected area

of Gadchiroli District as A.S.l. / Electrician in Transport Department.

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Court by Judgment dated 07.10.2016 in Writ Petition N0.2568/2016 (at
PP.48/49). On 03.10.2016 Circular (Annexure A-12) was issued by

It is the case of the applicants that they are entitled to
following reliefs in view of aforesaid G.Rs. issued by Home Department
of Government of Maharashtra, and various communications —

A. Hold and declare that applicants are entitled for arrears of

special allowance for working in naxal affected and tribal area of
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Gadchiroli w.e.f. 1.1.2010 till the time they worked in Gadchiroli

district and consequently;

B. Direct the respondents to pay arrears of special allowance for

the period 1.1.2010 till the time they worked in Gadchiroli district

shown in chart given at Annexure-A-1, as has been given to

employees of Motor transport division.
4, Specific stand of 2 to 4 is that special allowances are not
extended by the State Government to Officers and staff working in
Gadchiroli District.
5. | have referred to Corrigendum dated 26.10.2016 which
inter alia refers to the persons working in Anti-Corruption Department in
highly sensitive areas of Gadchiroli District, Judgments of this Tribunal
dated 23.07.2019 as well as 18.06.2015, G.R. dated 23.11.2020 whereby
relief was granted to similarly placed employees, and Circular dated
03.10.2016. Relief was granted by this Tribunal to persons who stand on
par with the applicants in this O.A.. Therefore, the applicants would be
entitled to benefit of parity. For all these reasons the O.A. is allowed in
terms of prayer clauses ‘A’ and ‘B’ quoted above, with no order as to
costs.
